DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Chen & Ching, Inc. d.b.a The Imperial Kitchen violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (2 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Bridgewater Police Department police report dated February 21, 2009.


The report states on February 21, 2009 two minors were served alcoholic beverages.  The young men, ages 18 and 19, were served Budweiser beers by the bartender without being asked for identification.  


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (2 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 7 days.
