DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether MPG Corporation d.b.a. Bridgewater Rapid Refill violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 count).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report for the violation that occurred on February 21, 2009.  Investigator Wilichoski testified that on that date, at approximately 8:46 p.m., Sgt. Thomas LaGrasta observed two underage operatives (d.o.b. 12/5/1989 and 3/2/1990) enter the Bridgewater Rapid Refill Convenience Store.  One of them exited approximately four minutes later.  As he exited the establishment, he was observed carrying a 40 oz bottle of Budweiser.  He informed the Sergeant that he was not asked for any type of identification at any time during the purchase of the alcoholic beverage.  


The Commission conducted an administrative review of the Licensee’s file and determined that the Licensee has been in business for six years without any violations.  The Licensee testified to this and also stated that he is having his employees undergo an alcohol education-training program.  

The Commission finds that the Licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (2 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 6 days of which 3 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
