Effective November 23, 1969, the maximum weekly benefits 
payable under Sections 34, 34A and 35, will be $70 per week, 
for injuries which occur on or after November 23, 1969.

CHAPl'ER 529 

AN ACT mCREASING THE MAXIMUM WEEKLY BmEFITS UNDER THE WORKMEN'S 
CO~mS~I~~T. " 

Be it enacted, etc., as follows: 

SECTION 1. Chapter 152 or the General Laws is hereby amended 
by striking out section 34, as most recently amended by section 1 ot 
chapter 482 ot the acts ot 1967, and inserting in place thereof the 
following section:­

Section ~. While the incapacity tor work resulting from the 
injury Is totii, the insurer shall pay the injured employee a weekly 
compensation equal to two thirds of his average weekly wages, but not 
more than seventr dollars nor less than twenty dollars a week, unless 
the weekly wages ot the injured employee are less than twenty dollars,
in which case said weekly campensation shall be equal to his average
weekly wages, but not less than ten dollars where the number ot normal 
working hoarsot the injured emp10ree in a week are fttteen or more; 
provided, that the amount does not exceed stxteen thousand dollars, . 
except that it the injured employee has received campensation for the 
same injurr under section thirtr-tive the combined amount ot campensa­
tion payable under this section and section thirty-tive shall not 
exceed the maxtmum amount as set forth in section thirtr-five. 

SECTION 2. Section 34A of said chapter 152 is hereby amended 
by striking out the first sentence, as most recently amended by 
section 2 of said chapter 482, and inserting in place thereof the 
following sentence:- While the incapacity for work resulting fram 
the injury is both permanent and total, the insurer shall pay to the 
injured employee, following payment of the maxtmum amount of compensa­
tion provided in sections thirty-tour and thirty-five, or either of 
them a weekly compensation equal to two thirds of the" average weekly 
wage but not more than seventy dollars 'per week nor less than twenty
dollars a week during the continuance of such permanent and total 
incapacity. 

SECTI~ 3. Said chapter 152 is hereby further amended by 
striking out section 35, as most recently amended by section 3 ot 
said chapter 482, and inserting ln place thereof the followlng sectlon:­

Section r. While the incapacity for work resulting trom the 
injury Is pirt\il, the insurer shall pay the injured emploree a weekly 
compensation equal to the entire ditterence between his average weekly 
wage before the injury and the average weekly wage he 1s able to earn 
thereafter, but not more than seventy dollars per ~eek; and the amount 
ot such compensation shall not be more than eighteen thousand dollars, 
nor shall the combined acount o~ compensation payable under this section 
and section thirty-four be more than eighteen thousand dollars. 

SECTION 4. This act shall take etfect on November twenty-third,
nineteen hundred and sixty-nine.

CHAPTER 863
 

AN ACT INCREASING THE MAINTENANCE ALLOWANCE FOR CERTAIN INJURED 
PUBLIC EMPLOYEES. 

Be it enacted, etc., as follows: 

The second sentence of the first paragraph of section 69 
of chapter 152 of the General Laws, as appearing in chapter 555 
of the acts of 1959 is hereby amended by striking out, in line 
6 and 7, the words t1thirteen dollars and fifty cents" and insert ­
ing in place thereof the words:- thirty dollars.

CHAPl'ER $67
 

AN ACT PROVIDING FOR THE RErURN OF CERTAIN DEPOSITS BY CERTAIN 
SELF-INSURERS UNDER THE WORKMEN'S COlo1PENSATION ACT. 

Be it enacted, etc., as follows: 

P~agraph (2) (a) of section 2$A of chapter 1$2 of the General 
Laws is hereby amenaed by adding the following sentence:- If an 
employer engaged in interstate or foreign commerce certifies that· 
the laws of the United States provide for liability for injury to 
or death of its employees, the deposit may be returned to the 
employer less such amount as determined by the division as necessary 
to satisfy against liability that may already have arisen under this 
chapter; and provided that such determination by the division shall 
be reviewable by the superior court for the county in which the 
employer resides, or, in the case of a corporation, where said corp­
oration has a usual place of business.

CHAPl'ER 7$$ 

AN ACT RELATIVE TO THE LIABILITY OF GENERAL EMPLomRS AND SPECIAL 
EMPLOYERS UNDER THE HORKMEN'S COMPENSATION ACT. 

Be it enacted, etc., as follows: 

SECTION 1. The definition of tlEirlployer n in subsection ($) of 
section 1 of chapter 1$2 of the General Laws is hereby amended by 
adding the following sentence:- The word "employer" shall include 
both the genera~ employer and the special employer in any case 
where both relationships exist with respect to an employee. 

SECTION 2. Section 16 of said chapter 1$2 is hereby amended 
bY' adding the following paragraph:­

In any case where there shall exist with respect to an employee 
a general employer and a special employer relationship, as between 
the general employer and the special employer, the liability for 
the payment of campensation tor the injury shall be borne by the 
general employer or its insurer, and the special employer or its 
insurer shall be liable tor such payment if the parties have so 
agreed or it the general employer shall not be an insured or 
insured person und.r this chapter.

CHAPTER 833 

AN ACT PROVIDING THAT BENEFITS UNDER THE WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION

DATE OF THE FDlAL DECISION RATHER THAN THE DATE OF THE INJURY. 

Be it enacted, etc., as tollows: 

SECTION 1. Chapter 152 of the General Laws, is berebr amended 
br inserting after section 51 the following section:­

Section SU. In anr claim in which no compensation has been 
paid prior to the tinal decision. on such claim, said tinal decision 
shall take into consideration the compensation provided br statute 
on the date of the decision, rather than the date otthe injury. 

SECTION 2. Sectlon tlttr-one A ot chapter one hundred and . 
flttr-Vwo ot the General Laws, inserted br section one ot this act,
shall applr onlr to injuries occurring on or after the ettective 
date ot this act.
