Program of Assertive Community Treatment (PACT) wrap-around services explained

Needs and Means eligibility process for clients explained

Cape is a larger area than other areas, more spread out however areas such as Brockton and Taunton do encompass other surrounding towns as well

Discussed housing authorities that DMH works with, getting subsidies offered but nothing affordable to provide. Clients are assisted with housing applications, if a client loses a Sec 8 then will go back to bottom of waitlist. Landlords have a hard time with clients that do well, are discharged from service then decompensate later on after DMH care is discontinued. 
DMH clients that are discharged no longer need to re-apply if had previously been in service.

In-patient nurse practitioner was hired, has started and is doing well

Interview for a facility medical director recently, potentially interested. Experience with addiction. Will assist with both partial program and in-patient unit coverage as needed.

Discussed other sites' "Friends of" for fundraising, canteen money at Pocasset is only funded by vending machine at this time. "Friends of" groups are run by the advisory boards, are able to solicit for donations. Would need the board to become a 501(c)(3). Naomi is discussing this with other site directors that currently have "Friends of" to see how the Cape could begin doing it as well.

	Jackie recently attended a luncheon on Nantucket with Senator Cyr, joint commission on mental illness and addiction with multiple agencies. 

ACK services are severely limited, wanting to learn more about what DMH does on the island. Other speakers have been invited to educate about services that can be offered to clients returning to the island after in-patient care on the mainland, would like DMH to come and speak on Oct 10 about the DMH process and obtaining services.

Gosnold and Vinfen ACCS both support Nantucket residents 
NAMI is very interested in ACEs (Adverse Childhood Events) 

Discussed what happens when a Nantucket resident is suicidal/sectioned and needs crisis services; holding at the hospital, coordinating transport, getting resident to mainland, constant supervision, etc. Nantucket Hospital doesn’t find it necessary to have a full time psychiatrist on the island, hospital has two swing beds that can be utilized for those needs.

Money will be again earmarked for homeless motel housing for the winter, Barnstable police will administer it
