The City of Chelsea Department of Public Works (DPW) is hereby submitting an update to the

Best Practices Compact Program grant obtained to improve recycling practices in the City of
Chelsea.

DPW created a very visually appealing flyer to educate residents on recycling practices and using
the funds from the grant, we printed over 2,000 flyers that have been distributed to residents of
Chelsea. The flyer informs residents on property recycling practices, “do’s and don’ts” and also
gives the residents contact information in case they have questions. The flyers have been
distributed by our Recycling Coordinator and the Recycling Intern that was hired using the
grant. A copy of the flyer is attached for your reference. We requested $1,000 for supplies and we
have spent $995. We expect to spend the remaining $5 in the next month.

DPW also hired a Recycling Intern who works 19 hours per week and partners with the Recycling
Coordinator on education efforts. The Recycling Intern, Joe Englen, is a long time Chelsea
Resident and an active volunteer with many citizen groups in Chelsea. Through the grant, Joe
. _has been able to audit recycling barrels and provides curb-side education to residents on
recycling practices. Furthermore, Joe has assisted DPW in rolling out over 750 recycling barrels
to Chelsea residents, thus increasing the recycling rate in our community. To date we have spent
$8,216.50 from $19,000 received for the intern labor. We expect this grant to be fully spent by
May 1, 2020.
