(9) Physicians’ Organization at Children’s Hospital, Inc. is a Class C member of each foundation. The Class A member of each foundation is the chief of the corresponding specialty department of Children’s Hospital Corporation.
Typically the other employed physicians of such foundation are the Class B member. Some foundations have Class D membership for employed physicians with certain Harvard Medical School Appointments.

(10) CMCC has only indirect control of BCHP; BCHP does not operate in Massachusetts, and all BCHP revenue is generated outside of Massachusetts.
