Closed/Locked Doors
POLICY:
Regulative Reference
Regulation 102 CMR 3.08(7)(a) requires licensees to "simulate the functional arrangements of a home and to encourage a personalized atmosphere for small groups of residents".
This policy will review those factors affecting a programs ability to close and or lock residents' doors.
CLOSED DOORS
Licensees may only require bedroom doors to be closed when a single resident occupies a room demonstrating appropriate self-preservation abilities. In situations where more than one resident is occupying a bedroom the door to said room must remain open at all times while more than one resident is in the room. Particular attention should be paid to making available quiet or personal time.
LOCKED DOORS
Licensees may have a locking devise on bedroom doors to guard against theft while residents are not occupying their rooms. At no time should these locks be such resident cannot exit the room from inside. The use of dead bolts or other such devises that would limit the otherwise normal operation or function of a bedroom door is not permitted.
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
