DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether SAC Pizza, Inc. violated M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without proper approval.  


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated May 12, 2009.  


The report states on May 6, 2009 A.B.C.C. Investigators inspected the business operation of SAC Pizza, Inc.  They discovered the current owner was not the licensed owner.  The current owner showed the Investigators documentation regarding his purchase of the business and current renewals.  Review of the file at the A.B.C.C. indicates Investigator Jack Carey had recommended approval of the transfer on February 4, 2009 but it had been held up by the Massachusetts Department of Revenue.  


The attorney for the licensee informed the Commission the license had not sold alcoholic beverages since being put on notice by the Investigators.  


The Commission finds the licensee violated M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Transfer of the Privilege of a license without proper approval (1 count) and, therefore, indefinitely suspends the license until the transfer application put on hold by the Department of Revenue in February of 2009 is approved.
