Heat/Smoke/Fire Alarm system and carbon monoxide detectors are operational (as applicable).

An adequately supplied first aid kit and working flashlight are present.

Disaster Plan

Telephone service is operational or backup service has been arranged.
____ 6.
Each required egress is useable (doors open, exit way is clear).
____ 7.
Heating system is functional (during heating season).
____ 8.
Premises are in a safe and sanitary condition
____ 9.
Certificate of Occupancy has been secured from the Building Inspector.
____10.
Safe smoking policy is present.
____11.
Staff schedule/Staff plan is present 
____12.
Deficiencies identified by the Site Feasibility Study have been corrected (as 



applicable).

Self-preservation classification testing completed prior to adult/youth placement.
