Rehab Option:  “R” Day Reporting for the Initial Treatment Plan
Question:    Caring Together requires an Initial Treatment Plan be developed within 72 hours of intake. What are the guidelines for “R” Day reporting for implementing the Initial Treatment Plan?
Answer:   When completing the ER status code into the EIM system for DMH or an “R” day status code for DCF the provider may report “R” Days for each day staff implemented interventions as documented in the Initial Treatment plan. 

When a provider claims R days for the implementation of the Initial Treatment Plan, the plan must be based on a clinical formulation/interpretive summary and include rehabilitative action steps (interventions) that will be implemented to address the identified need areas. 

Evidence of staff work will be, in all cases, the completion of a Service Note which must identify the risk assessment/safety plan intervention(s) implemented for which the Caring Together provider is reporting a “R” Day.
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
