DECISION


TGI Fridays, Inc. (“the licensee”) holds an all alcohol license issued pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) held a hearing on May 11, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §34.

2. Massachusetts Driver’s License;

A. Photographs of Signage; 

B. Server Responsibility Policy Statement; and,

There is one (1) tape of this hearing.

Facts

1. On Thursday, March 4, 2010 at approximately 11:05 p.m., Commission Investigators Binienda and Carey investigated the business operation at the licensed premises of TGI Fridays, Inc.

2. The investigators entered the premises and observed a youthful looking patron in possession of an alcoholic beverage.  The Investigators asked the patron for identification which indicated that the female was under twenty-one (21) years of age.  

3. The underage patron had used a Massachusetts Driver’s license with a date of birth of 2/9/86 indicating that she was twenty-fours (24) years of age.  

4. The manager on duty admitted that the patron did not resemble the image on the license and that the serve had made a mistake.

Conclusion 

Based on the evidence, the Commission finds the licensee violated Massachusetts General Laws c. 138, §34.   The Commission issues a warning.
