Michelle Yeoh won Best Actress 
at the 95th Academy Awards, making 
history as the first actress of Southeast 
Asian descent to win this recognition. 
She won for her role as Evelyn Wang 
in the film “Everything Everywhere 
All at Once,”

The film, directed by Daniel Kwan 
and Daniel Scheinert, tells the story 
of  Evelyn, a Chinese-American im-
migrant woman,  played by Yeoh, a 
laundromat owner with complicated 
tax issues, a crumbling marriage, and 
a tense mother-daughter relation,  who 
finds herself burdened with the impos-
sible missions  of saving the multiverse 
world and piecing  her family back to-
gether. The film is the most-awarded 
movie in history, with around 160 ac-
colades to date according to IGN.

“Everything Everywhere All at 
Once” features a predominantly Asian 
American cast, including Michelle 
Yeoh and Ke Huy Quan (the second 
Asian ever to win the Oscar for Best 

Supporting Actor. The film tells the 
diverse experiences and perspectives 
of Asian Americans. One of the most 
significant achievements of this film 
has been its ability to break away from 
stereotypes and show the complexities 
and depth of Asian American experi-
ences. Often Asian Americans have 
been portrayed as the model minority 
or as one-dimensional characters that 
reinforce harmful stereotypes. How-
ever, "Everything Everywhere All at 
Once" highlights the nuances and com-
plexities of  the Asian American iden-
tity, challenging preconceived notions 
and providing a platform for more di-
verse and accurate representation.

The film's success at the 95th

Actress Michelle Yeoh Scores 
Historic Win at the Oscars

The design of video game charac-
ters and the way they perform can be-
come problematic when they promote 
harmful gender and racial stereotypes, 
and unrealistic body modifications, an 
occurrence termed “virtual enfreak-
ment”. The confluence of gaming and 
the design of the characters is criti-
cal to understand. Dr. Sercan Sengun, 
from the MIT Center for Advanced 
Virtuality, studied this phenomenon 
and concluded that this influence is 
dependent upon the cultural sensitivity 
of the designers in the industry. An ap-
proach to be more inclusive and even 
realistic and mindful of the repercus-
sions can allow a more unique and 
respectful gaming experience. It will 
translate into the way that people inter-

act with each other and explore parts of 
themselves in the virtual world. Imple-
menting anti-biased design is the key.

The study, “Contours of Virtual 
Enfreakment in Fighting '' in “Tech-
nological Forecasting and Social 
Change”, focused primarily on fight-
ing games. They were intrigued by the 
exaggerated character design found in 
them. Using the games Street Fighter 
V and Tekken 7, the research investi-
gated the differences in character de-
sign across gender, national, and skin 
color lines. Dr. Sengun was able to par-
ticipate in an interview with me. 

Sampan: “What led to this study 
of video game character designs? Was 

there an instance or event that spurred 
the idea?”

Dr. Sengun: “As an active gamer 
myself, I am always interested in how 
games represent communities and cul-
tures. My research trajectory has al-
ways dealt with how these representa-
tions were created and envisioned by 
the designers and received and nego-
tiated by the players. I remember my 
interest in this issue being sparked by 
the game Street Fighter II in the ear-
ly 90s. At the time, I was exposed to 
this game in arcade halls in Istanbul 
and was instantly hooked. The roster 
of characters coming from different 
cultures, coupled with their animated 
backgrounds, seemed so unfamiliar yet

Don’t call it a farewell tour.
Marty Walsh, who is winding down his time as 

President Biden’s labor secretary, was inside the 
Omni Hotel in Boston’s Seaport district on Mon-
day, speaking at the ribbon-cutting of a hospitality 
training center in front of a crowd that included 
union members, city councillors, state lawmakers, 
and hotel managers.

“In a few days, I’m going to step away from an 
almost 26-year career in politics,” he said, referring 
to his next job as head of the Toronto-based NHL 
players’ union, which comes with a multimillion-dol-
lar salary while allowing him to work from the 
Lower Mills home that he has repeatedly returned 

to, rather than stay in Washington, D.C.
Walsh referenced his 16 years as a state repre-

sentative for Dorchester — he won the seat in a 
Democratic primary that included future Attorney 
General Martha Coakley — and his seven years as 
mayor, but after his remarks, when the crowd had 
moved to the front doors of the training center, he 
was less conclusive with reporters in a room locat-
ed in the concrete bowels of the hotel, its entrance 
marked by two empty Adirondack chairs and four 
potted plants.

He was asked if this was the end of his political 
career? Walsh, who is known to closely follow political 
developments, texting and calling friends and allies, 
as he did in the race to succeed him in 2021, left it

Amidst the frustra-
tion of many, it was re-
vealed at the Gove Street 
Citizens Association’s 
(GSCA) monthly meeting 
on Monday, February 27, 
that the Boston Planning 
and Development Agency 
(BPDA) has approved the 
proposed project at 135 
Bremen Street. 

The newly approved 
six-story residential build-
ing, which will contain 
94 homeownership units 
and off-street parking, has 
undergone some changes 
since it was first approved 
in 2014 by the Boston Re-
development Authority
(BRA). 

The most notable varia-
tion was a notice of project
change in May of last year
that reduced the off-street
parking from two levels to
one due to a potential low-
er level being too close
to an MBTA tunnel. This
change reduced the num-
ber of parking spaces from
110 to 47.

Other changes from the
notice of project change
in May included reduc-
ing the square footage of
the retail space; a fitness
room has been added, and
the bike storage room was
moved.

Neel Batra, a GSCA
board member, explained
that the board has been

working with City Coun-
cilor Gabriela Coletta’s 
office and the BPDA to 
address community con-
cerns about the project. 
The concerns regarding 
affordability, parking and 
the project’s effects on the 
Greenway seemingly fell 
on deaf ears. 

“It doesn’t appear that 
any of the concessions 
that we were requesting 
were granted,” said Batra. 

“Unfortunately, it 
doesn’t look like our ad-
vocacy on this netted any-
thing for the community. 
This is just another exam-
ple; I think of challenges 
that we’re having engag-
ing with the BPDA in 
terms of their listening to 
what the community says
that it needs and wants.”

In an email correspon-
dence showcased during
Monday’s meeting, the
project manager for the
135 Bremen Street Devel-
opment, Daniel Polanco,
wrote, “Community feed-
back is advisory in nature
but does help drive staff
feedback that is shared
with the proponents.”

While Polanco said
the feedback was consid-
ered, he indicated that the
agency’s transportation
planners felt the parking
changes were “justifi-
able.”

The Executive Office of
Energy and Environmental
Affairs has approved a $1.5
million grant regarding the
development of the Northern
Strand Community Trail led
by a Revere on the Move part-
ner organization, Bike to the
Sea.

Revere has a one-mile
stretch in North Revere. The
Northern Strand Community
Trail has been in development
for over 20 years. The North
Revere segment is a major
part in the project that creates
a continuous 7.5-mile rail trail
running from West Everett,
through Malden and Revere
to the Saugus River and soon
into Lynn. The North Revere
segment allows users to en-
joy spectacular views of the
Rumney Marsh.

The funding, awarded
through the Executive Office
of Energy and Environmental
Affairs’ (EEA) Gateway City
Parks Program, enables the
design of the trail, develop-
ment of bid-ready construc-
tion documents, and receipt
of all necessary construction
permits. When completed, the
trail will span 10 miles and
