This American Job Center (AJC) Posters – Observation Checklist is a fill-in form. To complete the form, perform the following:
1. Position your mouse pointer/cursor over the first poster form field. Enter text or check/uncheck a box (e.g., form fields are highlighted). Press Tab to accept the field change and go to the next field (or Shift+Tab to go to the previous field).
2. Complete form fields on the final page of the document (e.g., name of MCC or sub-grantee office being reviewed, first and last name of the individual conducting the review, and date of observation).
3. 3. Resave the file with a new name (e.g., Save As), location, and file type – for example, Word document or PDF – for filing and reporting purposes.
