Proposed Course on Safe and Effective Opioid Prescribing/Pain Management – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH
Present on behalf of the Tuft University School of Dental Medicine – Dr. David Keith and Dr. Ronald Kulich.  Both answered all questions from the Board as appropriate.



Ms. Young informed the Board it had previously considered this request from the TUSDM and offered some suggestions to Dr. Keith and Dr. Kulich on how the course needed to more specifically address the requirements for an acceptable course on safe and effective opioid prescribing/pain mgmt.  Ms Young noted the updated course materials have been provided by Dr. Keith and Dr. Kulich.  


Dr. Keith explained the course has been revised to address the Board’s concerns including renaming the course and a specific reference to the educational objectives of MGL c. 94C, s. 18(e).  Dr. Keith also noted the course now highlights which modules must be completed by a dentist to satisfy these educational requirements for their licensure renewal.  Dr. Keith noted the course, if all modules are completed by a dentist, should take approx. 90-120 minutes to complete.  Dr. Trowbridge noted some of the modules were numbered “A,B,C” while other modules use numbers “1, 2, 3,” etc.  Dr. Keith apologized for that oversight and said he and Dr. Kulich will rework the numbers to make the course clearer.  Dr. Trowbridge recommended any promotion of this course, should the Board approve the course, should emphasize which specific modules a dentist must complete to satisfy the licensure renewal requirements on safe and effective opioid prescribing/pain mgmt.

Update on ADEX Meeting – Dr. Mina Paul

Dr. Paul informed the Board she participated in the virtual ADEX meeting on November 7, 2020, and updated the Board on the ADEX dental and dental hygiene clinical competency exams.  Dr. Paul noted Idaho just joined ADEX as a member state.


Dr. Paul noted there are very few changes proposed to the dental hygiene exam for 2021 but a new medical history section will be added and a section on the head and neck oral exam.  Further Dr. Paul noted a FMX will be acceptable in the absence of root apices as long as the FMX can be used for other diagnostic purposes.  Dr. Paul explained the manikin-based exam for dental hygienists will remain the same except a penalty will now be assessed if a tooth or tissue is damaged by the candidate.  As to the dental exam, Dr. Paul reports the prosthodontics, written CSE and endodontics sections remain the same but the exam will also include an evaluation of the head and neck oral exam.  Dr. Paul also noted a rubber dam now must be used throughout the procedure.

Dr. Paul indicated the passing rates on the dental manikin-based exam and patient-based exam are virtually the same and the failure rates on both exams are also virtually the same.  Dr. Paul noted that two of the three Boston-area dental schools (BUSDM and Harvard) have announced they will no longer host the WREB clinical competency exam.


Dr. Wu asked if a dental history will be included in both exams; Dr. Paul replied a dental history will not be included in either exam.  

6.
Discussion of Dental Hygiene Clinical Competency Exams for 2021


Ms. Patricia Connolly-Atkins, on behalf of the CDCA/ADEX, informed the Board ADEX administered more than 3000 dental hygiene exams throughout the US during 2020.  Ms. Connolly-Atkins noted 334 dental hygiene candidates in Massachusetts took the exam at seven sites and all candidates completed the manikin-based exam.  Further, Ms. Connolly-Atkins noted that only 362 patient-based exams were completed in the US in 2020; the remaining 2700+ exams were completed on the manikin. 

Ms. Connolly-Atkins noted there are a few changes proposed for the 2021 manikin-based exam and those changes include:

· a newer, harder tooth will be used;
· use of an ultrasonic device during the exam will be permissible;
· a change in the quality of the calculus on the manikin will be done, i.e. the calculus will no longer be colored black and will be denser;
· an assessment will be made of any hard and soft tissue damage done by the candidate including an assessment of minor and major damage; and

· more surfaces will be prepared with calculus deposits.


Ms. Connolly-Atkins noted there are no proposed changes to the CSCE written exam for 2021.  She also noted grading will be reintroduced during the patient-based exam in 2021 for polishing if the exam is completed on a live patient by the candidate.  Ms. Connolly-Atkins noted the passing rate for the manikin-based exam in 2020 was very high (nearly 98%) but noted only a candidate’s hand skills were assesses and reported many candidates who took the exam in 2020 had already been practicing under provisional licenses so many were more clinically experienced by the time they took the exam.


Ms. Stultz asked if the CSCE exam will reflect the most current information available to clinicians, i.e. changes in the guidelines for blood pressure; Ms. Connolly-Atkins replied there are 15 pilot questions on each exam and the exam has been updated to include current trends or changes in the profession.  Dr. Trowbridge asked how damage will be assessed; Ms. Connolly-Atkins replied ADEX voted to reflect damage done by the candidate during the exam as penalty points, i.e. the points will be subtracted from the candidate’s overall score.  Dr. Paul noted the enamel surface on the new manikin is more comparable to a real tooth where a softer version was used during the 2020 exam. 


Ms. Townsend, on behalf of the Middlesex Community College dental hygiene program, stated she hoped the Board would accept the exam for 2021 as scheduling patient-based exams are very difficult for all dental hygiene schools at this time due to the ongoing pandemic.  Ms. Townsend noted some campuses are still closed as a result.

Dr. Trowbridge suggested the Board needs to compare the data from the 2020 exam to the 2021 exam before deciding to adopt this exam indefinitely.  But Ms. Stultz asked why the Board would limit the exam to 2021 only when it did not do so for the CDCA/ADEX dental exam.  Ms. Young disagreed noting the manikin-based dental exam had been in development by the CDCA/ADEX for more than three years when it was fast-tracked due to the pandemic so there was more data available on the dental exam when compared to the dental hygiene exam.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the dental hygiene students will have a chance to practice on the manikin used in the exam prior to taking the exam; Ms. Townsend replied the students do learn their pre-clinical skills on a manikin.  Ms. Gauthier, on behalf of the Quinsigamond Community College dental hygiene program, also stated the hygiene students do have access to a manikin during their training; Dr. Smallidge, on behalf of the Forsyth School of Dental Hygiene, also stated their students do practice on a manikin.  But Ms. Haluch asked if the students also have sufficient clinical time with live patients; Dr. Smallidge replied each school must still meet CODA’s standards so her school is graduating their dental hygiene students later than normal in order for the students to obtain sufficient live-patient training.  Ms. Gauthier agreed noting the same is true for their hygiene students.  Ms. Stultz suggested Dr. Trowbridge amend his motion to say indefinitely; Dr. Trowbridge agreed if the CDCA/ADEX will report its findings after the 2021 exam.  Ms. Connolly-Atkins stated the CDCA/ADEX will reassess the exam after the 2021 exam is completed and report its data to the Board; Dr. Paul agreed noting she will likely report that data to the Board.

Discussion of the WREB Dental Clinical Competency Exam for 2021

Dr. DuLong noted the Board voted to accept a passing score on the manikin-based restorative exam for the CDCA/ADEX and WREB dental exams for 2020 but noted many dental school clinics remain closed so scheduling a patient-based exam will be very difficult.  Dr. DuLong suggested the Board consider accepting a passing score on the manikin-based restorative section of the WREB dental exam for 2021 as it already voted to accept a passing score on this section of the CDCA/ADEX exam indefinitely.


Dr. Mary Jane Hanlon, on behalf of the TUSDM, noted the school is not yet up to full capacity and the school will continue to host the WREB exam in 2021.  Ms. Young asked if any changes have been proposed to the WREB’s exam for 2021; Dr. DuLong replied he is unaware of any changes noting the WREB will likely use the same manikin-based exam as it did in 2020.

But Ms. Young disagreed noting since the state has moved into phase 3 of Gov. Baker’s reopening plan, testing centers have reopened so applicants and licensees should have no difficulty locating an acceptable course in their area.  Dr. Levy agreed noting he hosts this course in his own office each year; Ms. Stultz also agreed and suggested licensees contact the Mass. Dental Society for a list of available testing sites.
