Request for Consideration of an Application for Initial Licensure as a Dental Assistant – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

--Re: Ms. Melissa Heaton
The applicant and Ms. Jeanne Stirling, office manager for Dr. Joseph Jarosz et al, were present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.  The applicant answered all questions as appropriate.

	Discussion:
	Ms. Young explained to the Board the applicant started the online application for a dental assistant license in September 2019 but Board staff was contacted by Ms. Stirling in Nov. 2019 when Ms. Stirling contacted the Board for help in renewing the applicant’s dental assistant license online.  Board staff informed Ms. Stirling the applicant’s application for a license was still pending and she had yet to be issued a license.  Ms. Stirling indicated the applicant had submitted a copy of her dental assistant license in late 2017 to her dental employers and provided a copy of that license to Board staff.  Subsequent investigation revealed the license provided to her dental employers by the applicant was fraudulent as the license no. listed on the license actually belonged to another, unrelated dental assistant, the expiration date listed on the license was erroneous (11/30/19) as all dental assistant licenses expire on Oct. 31st in odd-numbered years per the language of MGL c. 112, s. 51 ½ and the serial number listed on the license belonged to yet another, unrelated dental assistant. 
The applicant replied she had been a dental assistant for more than 13 yrs. but stopped practice for approx. 8 yrs. to raise her children.  The applicant indicated she asked her sister to help her acquire a license and stated she and her sister used an invalid website, had paid $100 for her license and claimed she had been scammed.  Dr. Scialabba asked the applicant if she had a receipt for her $100 payment; the applicant replied she had no records as her sister paid the $100 with her own credit card and she didn’t ask her sister for a receipt.  Dr. Scialabba asked the applicant if she was aware the license she gave her employers was fraudulent; the applicant replied she is now and claimed she did not intentionally apply for an invalid license.   

	
	Ms. Stultz asked the applicant if licenses were posted in the office where she works; the applicant replied they are posted.  Ms. Stultz asked how many licenses are posted; the applicant replied about 5 licenses for other dental assistants.  Ms. Stultz asked why no one noticed her license was different from everyone else’s license; the applicant replied no one said anything to her.  Ms. Stultz indicated she wants to see the receipt for that $100 payment and her original license. But the applicant replied she lost her original license and can ask her sister for a copy of the receipt.  
Ms. Stirling noted the applicant is one of the best dental assistants at their practice and that 7 licenses are posted in the office.  Atty. Leadholm asked the applicant when she started practicing at this dental office; the applicant replied in 2017.  

Dr. Levy asked about the Board’s options; Atty. Leadholm replied the Board can grant a license and open a complaint against the applicant for unlicensed practice and fraud.  Or the Board can table the application until it receives additional info from the applicant, i.e. a copy of the receipt and/or original license or it can deny the license application.

Request for Consideration of an Application to Reactivate an Expired Dental Hygiene License – Executive Director Barbara A. Young, RDH

--Re: Ms. Rachel R. Solares, DH8770
The licensee was present for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter answering all questions as appropriate.

	Discussion:
	Ms. Young informed the Board the licensee’s application to reactivate her expired dental hygiene license is before the Board as the licensee indicated in her application that she last practiced clinical dental hygiene in September 1998.  
Dr. DuLong asked if the licensee paid all back licensure renewal fees; the licensee replied she submitted payment for $657.00.  Ms. Haluch asked the licensee if she has completed any hands-on continuing education courses; the licensee replied she has not but noted she has enrolled for a few such courses at the Yankee Dental Congress in late Jan/early Feb. 2020.  Ms. Wilkie asked the licensee if she’s been working as a dental assistant; the licensee replied she’s primarily been doing administrative work noting her dental assistant license was rendered null and void.  Ms. Haluch asked the licensee if she was comfortable resuming clinical practice; the licensee replied she’s completed several courses and has observed a periodontist.

Ms. Stultz asked the licensee if she’s been taking radiographs; the licensee replied she has not.  Ms. Wilkie suggested the licensee be permitted to renew her dental assistant license in the meantime while she considers signing up for a clinical dental hygiene refresher course that includes a hands-on component.  The licensee indicated she would like to do as suggested.  
(The Board took no action on the licensee’s application to reactivate her expired dental hygiene license but agreed to permit the licensee to renew her expired dental assistant license.  The Board informed the licensee it would revisit her application to reactivate her expired dental hygiene license if and when she completes a clinical dental hygiene refresher course that includes a hands-on component.)

5.
Proposed Continuing Education Course on Radiation Health and Safety – Quinsigamond Community College



Ms. Jennifer McKeon, Coordinator of the Dental Assisting Program and Ms. Amy Booth, Coordinator of the General Studies Healthcare Program at the Quinsigamond Community College were present on behalf of the school; both answered all questions from the Board as appropriate.


Ms. Young indicated the Board has received a request from the dental assisting program at the Quinsigamond Community College (QCC) in Worcester, MA to approve a continuing education course on radiation health and safety to dental assistants in the Worcester area.  Ms. Young noted the Board approved a similar course as proposed by the dental hygiene faculty of the Springfield Technical Community College earlier this year.  



Dr. DuLong asked if the proposed course was an eight-hour online course; Ms. McKeon answered it was noting the online course seems to be favored by the younger generation and would entail courses to be completed online over two weeks with a quiz at the end of each online section.  Ms. McKeon noted the student would be required to attend the QCC dental clinic for hands-on training once all online components are completed.  Ms. Stultz asked why eight hours; Ms. McKeon replied the course is patterned after the current BUSDM and Mass. Dental Society courses.  Ms. Stultz noted eight hours might not be enough time; Ms. McKeon replied QCC is open to extending this course to sixteen hours noting several of their anticipated students will come from the occupational dental assisting schools already operating in the Worcester area.  Dr. Scialabba suggested offering an eight hour course to those students and a sixteen hour course to on the job trained dental assistants.  However Ms. Wilkie suggested a distinction should not be made between OJT and formally trained dental assistants.


Ms. Booth noted the course will be open online for two weeks and QCC staff will monitor a student’s advancement during those two weeks.  Ms. McKeon noted the student must score an 80% or higher in each module before being permitted to advance to the next module.  Ms. Young asked when QCC expected to go live with this course; Ms. McKeon replied in late April/early May 2020 if approved by the Board.

	Discussion: 
	Ms. El-Majdoubi informed the Board an unannounced inspection of the licensee’s dental office was conducted on 2/15/18 during which multiple violations were discovered.  Ms. El-Majdoubi noted this licensee is the practice owner.  
Ms. Wilkie asked the licensee if he swapped IV tubing; the licensee replied he did between patients.  Dr. Scialabba noted several IV bags were discovered to have expired years ago; the licensee replied that was correct noting those bags were missed by staff.  Dr. DuLong noted all photographs were of expired items; the licensee agreed but noted these items were mistakenly not discarded and were stored on high shelves.  Atty. Rosen noted these items were not used in the licensee’s office and the complainant’s allegations were not found by investigators during the office inspection.  The licensee noted the complainant only worked for him for a few months and claimed the complainant was a “toxic” person.  Atty. Rosen noted the licensee is the dental director and as such is primarily responsible for the violations found during the inspection.      

	
	Atty. Rosen explained the office is generally in compliance and there is no threat to public safety as a pattern of noncompliance has not been established.  

Dr. Scialabba noted the epipen expired in 2014; the licensee agreed but noted a current epipen is also present in the office emergency drug kit.  Atty. Rosen noted the office has not undertaken offering moderate sedation to any patient since 2016.  Ms. Wilkie asked the licensee if proper protocols to address these issues are currently in place; the licensee replied yes.  Dr. DuLong asked if these new protocols were included in a written manual for staff to review and use; the licensee replied they are.
