Request for Advice on the Employment of a MD by a DMD/DDS to Administer Botox in a Dental Office – Barbara A. Young, RDH  Executive Director
Ali Maddahi, DMD and Amir Tolebeyan, MD were present, via WebEx, for the discussion of the Board on this matter and answered all questions as appropriate.

Ms. Young informed the Board this issue is being submitted to the Board for its consideration as it is a request of first impression for the Board.  Dr. Maddahi thanked the Board for the opportunity to address its members and stated he lacked the necessary expertise in smile enhancement so he was considered retaining the services of Dr. Tolebeyan to provide Botox and other procedures to his patients.  Atty. Petrillo asked Dr. Tolebeyan if he had asked BORIM for its opinion on this matter; Dr. Tolebeyan replied BORIM recommended he consult an attorney.  Atty. Petrillo asked what advise was given; Dr. Tolebeyan replied BORIM did not give any legal advice but recommended he speak with an attorney but noted he has yet to do so.  Atty. Egan asked how this arrangement would work in practice; Dr. Maddahi replied Dr. Tolebeyan would be an independent contractor who would be referred patients by Dr. Maddahi after Dr. Maddahi diagnosed the patients as needing TMJ intervention.  

Atty. Petrillo asked Dr. Maddahi if he would refer his patients exclusively to Dr. Tolebeyan or would recommend the patients consider Dr. Tolebeyan and other practitioners; Dr. Maddahi replied he was inclined to give his patients the names of providers he was familiar with but noted the patients could always select a different provider.  Dr. Maddahi stated Dr. Tolebeyan would join Dr. Maddahi’s practice and will collaborate with his office but Atty. Petrillo asked Dr. Maddahi what he meant by joining the practice.  Dr. Miller asked who the patient would pay for services rendered by Dr. Tolebeyan; Dr. Tolebeyan replied they have yet to work out those details.  Ms. Young noted the Board’s regulations prohibit dentists from receiving renumeration for patient referrals.  Atty. Petrillo suggested Dr. Maddahi and Dr. Tolebeyan should speak with an attorney as Board counsel and the Board were prohibited from providing legal advice.  
Dr. Trowbridge asked if any non-dental patients would be seen by Dr. Tolebeyan at Dr. Maddahi’s office; Dr. Miller noted groups currently exist that follow this business model.  Dr. Tolebeyan replied he will join Dr. Maddahi’s practice as an independent contractor and will receive referrals from Dr. Maddahi and from outside practitioners.  Atty. Petrillo asked Dr. Tolebeyan how he would pay Dr. Maddahi; Dr. Tolebeyan replied he would pay rent, etc. to Dr. Maddahi.  Atty. Petrillo suggested the Board defer any action on this request until the parties can provide a written business model for the Board’s consideration; the Board members agreed.

Ms. Bueno noted the dental assistant indicated she provided a letter of intent before practicing under the licensee’s supervision but the dental assistant had received over 400 hours of training as a dental assistant while enrolled in a vocational technical high school and thus did not qualify for the letter of intent exception.  However Ms. Bueno noted the licensee denies the allegation claiming the dental assistant was hired as front desk staff and that if the dental assistant practiced as a dental assistant, it was without his knowledge.  Ms. Bueno noted this is not the first complaint filed against this licensee for employing an unlicensed dental assistant.  

Dr. Scialabba noted the licensee owns several dental practices and may not have known about this particular dental assistant; Dr. Miller agreed.  Ms. Bueno noted the dental assistant graduated high school in May 2019 and that we have no record of receiving the letter of intent from the dental assistant.  Dr. Scialabba asked if the dental assistant has since provided a copy of that letter of intent; Ms. Bueno replied she has not.
