WHEREAS, USGen New England, Inc., s Delaware corporation with its principal place
of business in Bethesda, Maryland, (hereinater "Grantor"), is the owner in fec of certain real
property and of other real estate interests in Franklin and Berkshire Countics, Massachuseus,
which has aesthetic, recreational, and natural resource values in jis present state; and

WHEREAS, Grantor is the owner and licensed operator of the Deerfield River
Hydroelectric Project as authorized under the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission License
No. 2323 (hercinafter the "Deerficld River Hydroelectric Project™) which makes certain property
of the Grantor, being, partof the Deerficld River Hydroeleciric Project (“Project Lands™), subject
to all terms and copdlition's of Federal License No. 2323 and to alt other rules and regulations of
the Federal Encrgy Regulatory Commission ("hereinalier FERC"); and

WHEREAS, this property contains approximately 1362 acres of primarily undeveloped -
land (provided, however, Grantor makes no representations bercin regarding actual acreage),
some of which is in agrichliural and forestry use, whicly provides wildlife habitat, natural
resource protection, as well as recreational and scenic opportunilies; and

WHEREAS, the Massachusclls Department of Environmental Management is a siale
agency whose purposes include the preservation of undeveloped and open space land in order to
protect the nesthetic, recreational, cultural, educational, scientific and natural resources of the
state through non-regulatory means, thereby reducing tive burdens on state and local
governments; and

WIIEREAS, the economic and enviconmental lealth of Massachusetis is closely linked
to its agricultural and forest lands, which not only produce food products, fuel, (imber and other
products, but also provide much of Massachusetts' scenic beauty, upon which the state's tourist
and recreation industries depend; and

WEHEREAS, the Grantor's predecessor in title to the aforesaid real esiate, New England
Power Company, entered into a Seltlement Agreement dated Uctober 5, 1994 (herenlter
*Settlesment™), providing for the re-licensing of the Deerficld River and the Bear Swainp
Hydraclectric Projects, which by its terms is binding upon the Grantor as successor in title; ond

WIIEREAS, the Settlement calls for the protection of the Project Lands and certain

riverine non-Project lands both as defined thergin:

NOW, THEREFORE, Grantew, in consideration of ‘Ten Dollars and other vafuable

. consideration paid, GRANTS to the Massachuset(s Departinent of Environmental Management

whose principal offices are at 251 Causcwny Street, Boston, Massachusetts 02114, and its
successors and assigns (hereinaler "Grantee™) forever, perpetual conservation restrictions (as
more particularly set forth below), s defined in G. L. ¢, 184, §§ 31-33, nnd for the purposes set
fortl in Anticle 97 of the Massachusetts Constitwtion, on certain tracts of land consisting of the
Project Lands and the riverine non-Pruject lands, situated in the Towns of Rowe, Monroe,
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Charlemont, Buckland, Conway, Shelburnc and Deerficli, in Franklin County, and Florida in Berkshire
County, Massachusetts (hercinafler "Protecied Property”), said Protected Property being more
particularly described by the documents set forth in Schedule A, attached hercto and incorporated hercin,
and shown on maps on file with FERC.

Fhe conservation restrictions hereby conveyed Lo Graniec consist of covenants on the part of
Grantor to do or refrain from doing, severally and sollectively, the various acta set forth below, subject to
rights specifically reserved by Grantor herein. It is hereby acknowiedged that these covenants shall
constitule 8 servitude upon the land and run with the land. Grantes accepls such covenants in order lo
achieve the Purposes sot forth in Section §, below, :

L Pitrponcs of this Grant

Grantor and Grantee ecknowledge that the Putposes of this Grant are as follows (hereiniafier
"Purposes of this Urant™);

I. This Grant serves to implement the agreement 10 preserve in their natural state the
Protected Property associated with the Decrlicld River Hydroclectsic Project, while allowing for the
continved dperalion of the Electricity Business as described in Paragraph 1 of Section £, below, that was
negotialed as part of the Deerficld River Re-licensing Settfement entered into on October 5, §994. The
intent of this Grant is to implement the conservation protections agreed to, consistent with the
Settlement, with the exception that the protections granted herein will be of perpetual duration,

2. Torcontribute 1o the implementation of the policies of the Commonwealth of
Massachusctts designed to fosier the conservation of Lhe state's scenic, agricultural. forestry and other
natural resources.

3. To conserve wood lands and open lands, and public access thereto. conserve wildlife and
riverine habitat and other natural resource valies of the Protected Property for the scenic, recreational
and educational benelit of the public,

Grantor and Grantee recognize these scenic, forestry, recreational, agricultural, and natural -
values of the Protected Property, and share the common purpose of conscrving these values by the
conveyance of the conservation resirictions, to prevent the use or development of the property for any
purpose or in any manner which would conflict with the maintenance of these scenic, forestry,
recreational, agricultural, and natura resource values, except as herein sct forth, Grantee accepts such
conservation resiriclions in order to conserve these values for present and future generations.

IL - Restriet y tect

The restrictions hereby imposed upon the Protecied Property, and the acts which Grantor shall do -
or refrain from doing, are as follows: . :

l. . TheProtected Property shall not bo used for purposes other than agricultural, forestry,
educational, noscommereial recreation, open apace and electric transmiasion and hydroelectric
generation purposes as set forth herein. No residential, commercial, industrinl, or mining activitics shall
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be permitted, and no building, structure or appurtenant facility or improvemont shall be constructed,
created, installed, erected or moved onto the Protected Property, except in furtherance of the Grantor's
business described in Paragraph 1 of Section Il or as specifically permitted under this Grant.

2. Except in furtherance of the Grantor's business described in Paragraph t of Section 1l or
as otherwise specifically permitted under this Grant, no rights-of-way, easemenits of ingress or egress,
driveways, roads, or utility lines or easements shall be conveyed, constructed, developed or maintained
into, on, over, under, or across the Protected Property, wilhout the prior written permission of Grantee.
Grantce may grant such permission if it determines, in its sole reasonable discretion, that any such
improvement would be consistent with the Purposes of this Girant, and not adversely affect Lhe
agricultural and forestry potential, wildlife babitat valve, or the scenic beauty of the Protecied Property,

3. Except when incidental 1o the furthcrance of the Grantor's business deseribed in
Paragraph 1 of Section 111, there shall be no signs, billboards, or outdoor advertising of any kind erected
or displayed on the Protected Property; provided, however, that Grantor may ercct and maintain signs
indicating the name of the Protected Property, boundary markers, directional signs, signs restricting
hunting or trespassing on the Prolccied Property, memorial plagues, temporary signs indicating that the
Protected Property is for sale or lease, signs informing the public that any agricutlural or imber-products
are for sale or are being grown on the premises and temporary political or religious signs. Grantee, with

the permission of Granter, may erect and maintain signs designating the Protected Property as land under
the protection of Granlee.

4. The placement, collection or storage of teash, human waste, or any other unsightly or
olTensive material on the Protected Propeny shall not be permitted except in connection with the
Grantor's business described in Paragraph | of Section 11 and otherwise at such locations, if any, and in
such a manner as shall be approved in advance in writing by Grantee, The storage and spreading of
manure, lime or other lertilizer for agricultural practices and purposes and the temporary storage of trash
in receptacles for perivdic off-site disposal shall be permitted without such prior wrilter approval,

5 Thete shalf be no disturbance of the surface, including but not limited to filling,
excavation, removal of topsoil, sand, gravel, rocks or minerals, or change of the 1opography of the fand in
any manner, excepl as incidentol to the business operation'of Grantor described in Paragraph | of Section
111 hereof and except as may be reasonably necessary to carry out the uses permiticd on the Protected
Property under the terms of this Grant. In no case shall wining of subsurface oil, gas, or olher mincrals
be permitted. :

6. “The Protected Property shall not be subdivided or conveyed in separate parcels except
(a} when necessary in lurtherance of the uses penmitied in Paragraph 1 of Section HI, or (b} 1o crery out
one of the other permitted uses in Section L. Any subdivision pursuant to subparagraph (b} will be
subject (o the Grantee's approval, such approval not to be unreasonably withheld., Any subdivision must
be consistent with maimtaining forestry management units that maintain the potentiol and cutrent
productivity of the lands for commercial forestry and preventing Lhe fragmentation of wildlife habitat.

7. No use shall be made of the Protected Property, snd no activity thereon shail be
permitted which is inconsistent with the Purposes of this Grant.

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1. Permitted Uses of the Irotected Properiy

Notwilwmg the foregoing, Grantor shall have the right 1o make the foliowfng uses of the
Protected Property:

1., Theright to use the Protected Property for all uses and aclivitics associated with the
present and future operation of the business of the gencration of hydroclectric cnergy and the )
transmissiont and distribution of high and low valtage electricity and the transmissinn of intelligence by
electrical encrgy or other means (“the Eleciricity Business™). Existing hydroelectric developments may o
be operated, maintained and replaced as necessary, but wholly new hydroelectric developments (e.g., :
dams and assotiated lacilities) shatl not be construcied, operated or maintained. New (acilitics may be
added involving the transmission of intelligence in connection with the generation, transmission, and

 distribution of electricity, in which case, Grantor will use best efforts, to the extent practicable, to cause

such facifities to be located on, or in proximity to, areas already used by facilities associated witl the
Electricity Business and to avoid or minimize ncgative impacts to the scenic, forestry, recreational,
agricyltural and natural values of the Protecicd Property.

‘ The Grantor shall also have the right o make the following uses bf the Protected Property, while
using bes! ¢fforts to avoid major negative impacts to the scenic, forestry, recreational, agricultura), and
natural resource values of the Protected Property, or at 3 minimum, vising best efforts 1o minimize, to the
extent practicable, such impacts where they cannot be avoided:

2. . The right 1o establish, reestablish, nraintain, and use cultivaled Melds, orchards, and
pastures in accordance with generally accdpted agricultural practices and sound husbandry principles,
together with the right to construct, maintain and repair aceess soads for these purposes; provided,
however, that Grantor shall secure the written approval of Grantec prior to any clearing of forest land to
esiablish new.ficlds, orchards or pastures, Grantee's approval shall adt be unrcasonably withheld or
conditioned, provided that such clearing is consisicnt with the Purposes of this Grant and the Forestry
Management Plan prepared pursuant to Scetion IV, .

3. The right to perform forest management activities in accordance with Section IV,
Grantor will provide fificen (15) days prior written notice 1o the Grantee of any commercial timber
harvesting activity, unless such activiics o notice for such activities are already specified in the plan
prepared pursuant to Scction 1V. )

4, The right to utilize, maintain, establish, consiruct, and improve waler murc;zs. courses,
and bodies within the Protected Property for uses otherwise permitted hereunder, provided that Grantor

" - does not unniccesserily disturb the natural course of the surface water drainage and runoff flowing over

the Protected Property. The construction of ponds or rescrvoirs shall be permitted only upon the prior
writien approval of Grantee, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld or conditioned provided
that such pond or reservoir is located in manner which is consistent with the Purposes of this Grant.

. The conditions; restrictions and prohibitions set forth in this paragraph shall not apply to the Electricity
" Business. Any rights retained by the Grantor in this parsgraph are in addition to and subject to the rights

and obligationts set outin Pacagraph | of Sestion L. _ ‘
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5. The right t clear, construct, and maintain public campgrounds, boat launches, trajl
shelters, parking areas, visitor and information facilities aid trails for walking, horseback riding, skiing,
and other non-motorized, recreational activities within and actoss the Protected Property. Snowmobiling
may be permitted at the discretion of Grantor. The Geantor will provide free public access with no
charge or fees to the water and undeveloped lands. Grantor may charge reasonable user fees 10 recover
the actual cost of providing and operating developed public recreation facilities, Any rights retained by
the Grantor in this paragraph are in addition to the rescrved right 10 continue the Electricity Business.

1v. Forest Management

In connection with Grantor's operation of the Deerfield River Hydroelectric Praject, and as an
activity secondary thereto, Grantor shall perform forest management activities but only in accordance
with a Forest Management Plan (“Forestcy Plan™), 1o be approved by the Graniee prior lo
implementation. Said plan shall be consistent with the Decrfield River Project L.P, 2323 Forest
Management Plan ("Management Plan®) dated June 9, 1998, as approved and modified by FERC by
Order issued Noventber 24, 1999, and the Massachusetts Forestry Cutting Praclices Act, G. L. ¢. 132, §§
40-46 (“Mass. Cutting Practices Act™) as applicable. All updates, amendments or other changes to the
Forestry Man shalt be submitted to Grantee for its approval prior to any harvesting. The Forestry Plan as
updated, anended or changed from time-to-time is hereinafier referred to as the “Amended Forestry
Plan.™ Gramtee™s approval of the Forestry Plan and any Amended Forestry Plan shall not be
unreasonably withheld or conditioned if the Forestry Plan and Amended Forestry Plan has been prepared
by a professional Torester and il the Foresiry Plan and the Amended Forestry Plan are consistent with the
Purpuses of this Grant and the Mass. Cutting Practives Act. The Forestry Plan and any Amended
Forestry Plan shall be consistent with the Purposes of this Grant and the Managenent Plan, and shald
include at Jeast the lollowing elements (except that, those elements of the Foresiry Plan or Amended
Forestry Plan which do not change need not be re-submitted in updates, amendments or changes to the
Forestry Plan):

@} Geaalor™s forest management objectives;

b) An appropriately scaled, accurate map indicating such items as forest slands, streams and
wetlands, and major access routes (truck roads, landings and major skid trails);

¢) Forest stand (“treatment unit”) descriptions (forest 1ypes, stocking levels before and after
harvesting, soils, lopograghy, stand quality, site class, insect-and disease occurrence,
previous management history, and prescribed silvicutiural treatment), :

d} Piant and wildlife considerations (identification of known significant habitats and -
management recommendations);

) Aesthetic and recreational considerations (imp‘dct on viewsheds from public roads, trails nnd
places); and : .

f) Historic and culiural resource considerations (identification of known resources and
associated management recommendations),

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The Forestry Plan shall be updated at least once every ten (10) years if Grantor inends to harvest
timber or other wood products. Amendments to the Forestry Plan shall be requircd in the event the
Grantor proposcs a treatment not included in the Forestry Plan, bt no such amendment shali be required
for any change in timing or sequence of treatments if such change does not vary more than five (5) years
from the prescription schedule set forth in the Fatestry Plan as-upproved by Grantee. In the event that
any treatment unit is substantiatly damaged by natural causes such as inseet infestation, discase, fire or
wind, Grantor may elect to conduct an alternative treatment in which event Grantor shali submit an
amendment to the Forestry Plan for Grantee's approval prior to conducting any alternative treatment,

Disapproval by Grantee of a Forestry Plan or an Amended Forestry Plan proposing a heavy cut
(as defincd below) shatf not be deemed unreasonable. Grantee, however, may approve a Forestry Plan or
an Amended Forestry Plan in its discretion if consistent with the Purposes of this Grant, such as to penmit
the planting of different species of trees of the establishinent or re-establishment of a field, orchard or
pasture. Gramice may refy upon the advice and recominendations of such foresters, wildlife expents,
conscrvation biologists or other experts as Grantee may sclect to determine whether the Forestry Plan or
Amended Forestry Plan would be detrimental to the values identified in Section 1. | leavy cut” shall
mean the harvesting of woed products below the “C-Line” or minimum stocking level on the Protected
Property as determinctl by applying the protoco! set forth in the current U.S, Departiment of Agricullure,
Forest Service Silvicultural Guidelines for the Northeast, or by applying a similar, successor standard
approved by Grantee, ér the harvesting of wood products that does not conform with the standards
provided in the Mass. Cutting Practices Act. '

Y. Enforcement of the Renqrictions

Grantee shall make reasonable elforts from Sime to time 10 assure compliance by Grantor with all
of the restriclions hereln, In connection with such ¢fforts, Grastee, or its designee, may, at its own risk,
make periodic inspection of all of any portion of the Protected Property, and for such inspection and
enforeement purposes Girantec, or its designee, shall have the right of reasonable access to the Protected
Property upon such lerins and eenditions and fol lowing such prier natice to Grantor as Grantor may from
lime 10 time reasonably imposc and require, In the cvent that Grantee becomes aware of an event or
sircumstance of non-complinnce with the terms and conditions hercin set forth, Grantee shail give notice
1o Grantor of such event or circumstance of non-compliance via certified mail, return receipt requested,
and demand correctivé action sufficient to abaie such event or circumstance of non-compliance and
restore the Protecied Property to its previcus condition,

the ternis of this Grant and to recover any damages arising from such non-cempliance. Such damages
when recovered, may be applied by Grantee to corrective action on the Protected Property, if necessary.
If such court determines that Grantor has failed 1o comply with this Grant afler receiving nolice of
noncomplisnce and reasosable opportunity to correct, Crantor shall reimburse Grantee for any
reasonable costs of enforcement, including Grantee’s stafl time, court costs and reasonable atlornays
foes, in addition 1o any other payments ordered by such Court. In the event that Grantes initistes

litigation and the court detérmines that Grantor has noi Teiled to comply with the terms of this Grant, and

[
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that Grantee has initiated litigntion without reasonable cause or in bad faith, then Grantee shall reimburse
Grantor for any reasonable costs of defending such action, inchiding court costs and reasonable
altorneys' fecs. The parties to this Grant specifically acknowledge that events and circumstances of non-
compliance constitute immediate and irreparable injury, loss, and damage to the Protected Property and
accordingly entitle Grantee to such equitable relief, including but not limited to injunctive relief, as the
Court deems just. The remedies described herein arc in addition 10, and not in limitation of, any other
remedies available to Grantee at law, in equity, or through administrative proceedings.

No delay or omission by Grantee in the exercise of any right or remedy upon any breach by
Grantor shali impair Grantee's rights or remedies or be construed as a waiver. Nothing in this
enforcement section shall be consteued as tnpusing a liability upon a prior owner of (he Protected
Property, where the event or circumstance of non-compliance shall have occurred after said prior owner's
ownership or control of the Protected Property has terminated.

YI. Inteprity of the Jydroclectric Project

1. The Grantee covenants and agrees with the Grantos that at any and all times that Grantee
enters upon the Protected Property the Grantee shall take all necessary precautions to protect the scenic,
recreational and environmental values of the Protected Property.

2. The Grantce covenants and agrees with the Grantor that Grantee's enforcement of the
conservation restrictions sct forth herein shall not endanger health, create a nuisance or otherwise be
incompatible with the cusrent use and operation of the Decrfield River Hydroclectric Project, or any
futurc change in use as may from time to time be approved by FERC,

3. The Grantee acknowledges and agrees with the Grantor that this Grant of Conservation
Restrictions and all terms and conditions contained herein are subject to Grantor's Federal License No.
2323 as issued by FERC and aif the terms and conditions hercof and all amendments thereto or other
licenses or orders which may be issued by FERC in connection with the Deerfielt River Hydroelectric
Project as well as any rules and regulations promulgated by FERC in the future. :

4. The Grantee acknowledges and ageees with the Grantor that nothing in this Geant of
Conservation Restrictions shall deleat, lessen ur be in degtadation of any interest or right acquired or
reserved by the Granlor in connection with the Deerficld River Hlydroelectric Project and issued under
Federal License No. 2323.

5. The Grantee acknowledges that this grant of Conservation Restrictions by the Grantor is
in full satisfaction of the Grantor’s obligations under Section V, subsection A, of the Scttiement, dated
Oclober 5, 1994,
