DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether A.L.F. Enterprises, Inc. d.b.a. Mackies All In One violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (1 count).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator Compliance Check Field Report dated April 11, 2009.  On April 11, 2009 an underage operative (d.o.b. 12/5/1990) entered the establishment of A.L.F. Enterprises, Inc. and purchased a 12 oz bottle of Budweiser beer.  At no point was the underage operative asked for any form of identification.


An administrative review of the licensee’s file indicated that he had the business for twelve years without any violations.  The licensee stated that he has met with all of his employees subsequent to the violation and stressed the significance and seriousness of this offense. He stated that they have been trained and he has again informed them of the indentifcation procedures.  

The Commission finds that the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age (2 counts) and, therefore, issues a warning.
