2.    OEMS Update-Mark Miller
Recertification ongoing and current. The Statewide Treatment Protocols were released.

Minor amendments will be made for next release.  Reminder that medication substitutions for shortage must be of the same type, and approved by AHMD and hospital pharmacist.. The next Emergency Medical Care Advisory Board

(EMCAB) meeting scheduled for March 7 will finalize committee membership. 
3.  Old Business 

a. Proposed IV Pump requirements changes. Invited expert Nicole Clark, Pharmacist, Hallmark Health.

· Demonstration (N. Clark) IV vs. syringe pump.  Dr. Clark discussed programming the drug libraries, wireless abilities; logistical issues (time), drug libraries, hard and soft limits available, battery life, effects of cold on battery performance.  At Hallmark facilities only IV fluids and some antibiotics are not on a pump.  
· Discussion-2 issues remain-1. What type of device is acceptable? 2. Is a drug library acceptable/required?  Concerns raised of limited use in 2 regions.  Concerns raised about maintaining the libraries.  Will have to work out with affiliate hospital.  23 states use pumps for pressors.  
· Public comment
-Dr. Crowell -Cape Cod Community Hospital spoke noting that the 14 services in the area do not provide IFT services.  Not in favor of the pump requirement being implemented. In 2.5 years out of 86,000 calls-4 vasopressors have been given.  That is 1/21,000 patients.  There at 60 ambulances that would incur a cost of $3,000.00 for a pump.  The cost to administer each vasopressor dose is $45,000.00.

-Rob Sanders-Harwich Fire spoke noting short transport times. Describe current practice is to administer medication without the pump.  Noted a longer trip time for areas further out on the Cape.  
-Discussion continued-? Pumps as a Medical Director option.  Dopamine and Epinephrine do not required a pump now.  Dr. Clark noted the safest method is to administer medications on a pump with a drug library.          
· Motion(s)-by Dr. Beltran to table the IV and vasopressor discussion to April.
