Rosalie Edes called the meeting to order at 3:46 p.m. to discuss the current PCA orientation legislation and related side letter put forth by 1199SEIU.
There was agreement among council members that a worker orientation is necessary, however many members  expressed concern  that the current legislation does not adequately address issues of consumer control, cost, oversight and a cohesive delivery system for providing training. 

Jack Boesen also informed the council that members of the Labor Management Committee feel the issue should be considered as a re-opener to the current union contract since the proposed action would change the current collective bargaining agreement.
Rosalie summarized concerns brought by council members that additional language in the legislation is necessary to allow consumer/employers to opt out of sending their workers to an orientation and to provide that service themselves.  Council members also felt they could not move forward on the issue of orientation until there is a discussion with Administration and Finance regarding the funding of the effort.

Rosalie agreed to have follow up conversations with Administration & Finance and SEIU and report back at the next meeting.
