Rhett Cavicchi joined council members to discuss collective bargaining.  Alice Moore and the Interim Director of the council and the PCA Council subcommittee will participate in collective bargaining.  Rhett outlined the issues he believes 1199SEIU will bring to the bargaining table including how the new FLSA implementation of overtime and travel time pay will impact PCA workers. He anticipates a request the Union asking for a new article added to the collective bargaining agreement.  He also informed council members that the union may want to formalize pay increases bringing the hourly rate to $15 per hour as outlined in the current memorandum of understanding. 

Alice asked the council subcommittee to consider changes that would improve the orientation program structure and council members agreed a possible incentive for consumers and workers such as such as a differential in hourly rates based on work experience or the completion of educational and training programs. 
Collective bargaining will begin in late January 2016.
