Rhett Cavicchi joined the Council to discuss the current Collective Bargaining Agreement.  Paul Spooner asked for clarification of the language used regarding notification of a decrease in hours by MassHealth.  Rhett explained that a notice of any decrease in hours provided to consumers would be sent to both the consumer and PCAs but would not include the number of hours.  The language used in Article 9 would not undermine the Consumers relationship with their PCAs and is in line with HIPAA regulations.
Rhett informed the Council the schedule of hourly increases for the PCA workforce would be:
July 1, 2016
$14.12

July 1, 2017
$14.56

July 1, 2018
$15.00

Other items included in the agreement are:

· An increase of $200,000 to TUF

· Gloves and masks will be provided to PCAs.  The method of storage and distribution will be discussed in Labor Management

· EFT’s will be used for payroll with exemptions for special circumstances.
Side letters to this CBA will include the utilization of task lists by consumers and a discussion of accrual rates and other leave benefits for PCAs.

This collective bargaining agreement does not address orientation incentives.

A motion was made to adjourn the executive session and was seconded.  The motion passed unanimously and the session ended at 3:46 p.m.
