Administrative Matters:

Report on Pending Investigations – Dr. Liliana DiFabio

Dr. DiFabio informed the Board there are 536 pending cases as of today and the numbers of pending complaints has slightly improved from this time one year ago.  Dr. DiFabio noted much of the increase is due to the increase in the number of complaint for unlicensed practice by dental assistants.  Dr. DiFabio noted she is working with BHPL management on the issue of how to streamline the investigation of unlicensed practice cases.  Dr. DiFabio noted there are currently 243 formal complaints and 293 staff assignments pending.  Dr. Trowbridge asked how old the oldest cases are; Dr. DiFabio replied some cases from 2018 are ready to be reviewed by the Board during its March meeting.  Dr. Trowbridge asked if it would be advisable to reactivate the complaint committee; Dr. DiFabio replied it might be possible to move some of these cases along if the Board revises its requirements on proof of CEU compliance.  But Dr. Scialabba noted the issue of CEU compliance by licensees has created a backlog as licensees have failed to provide proof of their CEUs in a timely manner.  Ms. Young suggested setting a time limit for CEU compliance by licensees such as 30 days but Dr. Scialabba noted that licensees often rely on third parties to get copies of their CEU certificates and that could take time.  Ms. Young noted she will add this issue to the Board’s agenda for its March 2021 meeting.
2.
BORID Participation in Regional Exams

Dr. Scialabba noted he attended the CDCA meeting in January but noted very few other Board members participated in that meeting.  Dr. Scialabba noted that caucus member complained to him about the limited participation of Board members in these meetings and noted the next exam is scheduled for February 25/26, 2021 at the Harvard School of Dental Medicine.  Dr. Scialabba noted he and Dr. Mina Paul are scheduled to participate in that exam as examiners and suggested other Board members consider participating even if only as observers.

Dr. David Perkins, immediate past chair of the CDCA, also strongly encouraged Board members to participate but Dr. DuLong noted there is likely no problem with Board members participating in exams offered in Massachusetts but suggested traveling to other states will become much more difficult given the ongoing pandemic.  Dr. DuLong noted he has started the process of becoming an examiner for the exam to be offered at the TUSDM later this year.  


Ms. Young asked if the CDCA has difficulty staffing the exams; Dr. Perkins replied the CDCA has a large enough supply of examiners as they monitor each state’s requirements on travel, etc.  Dr. Trowbridge asked if specialists would be able to participate; Dr. Perkins replied that if the dentist has no restorative or periodontal experience then the dentist would likely be acceptable as a CFE (clinical floor examiner) to help with the general operation of the exam.  Ms. Stultz asked if any dental hygiene exams are offered at dental schools; Dr. Perkins replied generally they are not.  Dr. Perkins suggested the Board members review the CDCA website for info on the dental hygiene exams.

	Ms. Fishman informed the Board the licensee agreed to a consent agreement for stayed probation for six months in April 2020 to resolve a complaint of unlicensed practice but noted the licensee was not fully compliant with the terms of that consent agreement.  Ms. Fishman noted the licensee was to have submitted her answer sheet from the dental assistant ethics and jurisprudence exam by May 2020 but did not do so until June.  Ms. Fishman also noted she sent a notice of violation on 11/2/20 with an opportunity to cure to the licensee for failing to complete the coursework as stated in her consent agreement but the licensee failed to respond to that notice.  On 1/26/21 Ms. Fishman stated she sent an email to the licensee who responded by stating she thought she was done and had complied with the consent agreement but the licensee misunderstood what was required.  Further Ms. Fishman stated the licensee claims she no longer works as a dental assistant as she is enrolled in nursing school.  Ms. Fishman noted the licensee eventually decided to comply but submitted unacceptable coursework.  


	
	Ms. Fishman suggested the Board could sanction the licensee by changing her stayed probation to probation for six months with the same conditions or the Board could extend the licensee’s stayed probationary period. Probation Dept. Monthly Report

Ms. Fishman submitted her monthly probation report for January 2021 and her updated end-of-year report for 2020.  Dr. Trowbridge asked if the opportunity to cure cases pile up at the end of the year; Ms. Fishman replied not generally noting 2020 was atypical.  .

Complaint Resolution (Sanction Hearing) – Board Counsel Samuel Leadholm and Prosecuting Attorney Eugene Langner

--In the Matter of DEN-2017-0058, et al: Dr. Richard Blasé 

The licensee, John McGuire, Jr., Esq. and Penelope Kathiwala, Esq. were present, via WebEx, for the discussion and vote of the Board on this matter.  



Atty. Leadholm explained the parameters of the discussion on these complaints noting the cases are scheduled today for a sanction hearing usually done after a motion for summary judgment or a stipulation by both parties has been accepted by the administrative hearing officer.  Atty. Leadholm noted this session is an opportunity for the licensee to present his reasons for mitigation and for the prosecuting attorney to present any aggravation factors.  Atty. Leadholm noted each side will be given 10 mins. to make their presentation to the Board.



Atty. Kathiwala noted the licensee was previously sanctioned by the Board in 2016 and had his license suspended for six months for record keeping issues and patient care issues for one patient.  Atty. Kathiwala noted the licensee was required to complete several items including having his office inspected and noted the licensee complied with all requirements and has changed the way his runs his dental practice.  Atty. Kathiwala noted the sanction included patient care issues for treatment provided by the licensee from 2015 and earlier.  Atty. Kathiwala noted the current complaint also involves the same time period and some of the allegations are similar to earlier complaints.  


Atty. McGuire noted all the recent complainants are related to each other and were long term patients of the licensee.  Atty. McGuire noted the licensee has been practicing for four years now without any new complaints suggesting the licensee’s practice has improved.  Atty. McGuire noted the Board offered the licensee a consent agreement for six months’ suspension with probation afterwards and a condition of monitored practice but that offer was rejected by the licensee.  Atty. McGuire suggested the Board accept a period of monitored probation with additional educational coursework noting the licensee did hire an expert who drafted a course for the licensee.  Dr. Trowbridge asked Atty. McGuire if he was suggesting a period of suspension in his written request but is now not suggesting a period of suspension; Atty. McGuire replied that is correct.



Atty. Langner stated the standards of care have not been altered by these complaints and are actionable by the Board.  Atty. Langner suggested a probationary period is not warranted but removal from practice with remediation is warranted.  Atty. Langner noted four of the complainants are from one family and the other two complainants are from a different family.  Atty. Langner noted one of the patient complainants asked to address the Board and offered to read that patient’s statement to the Board if the licensee does not object.  Atty. McGuire stated he does not object so Atty. Langner read the patient’s statement to the Board.  Atty. McGuire noted the other two patient complainants are in-laws to the other four patients.  Atty. McGuire stated the letter just read to the Board is incorrect as the licensee did not abandon his patients but rather was unable to treat those patients has his license had been suspended by the Board.

Leadholm suggested the Board consider enhancing the penalty on dental employers from the current stayed probation to a reprimand and that the Board set a deadline for when this policy would go into effect.  Ms. Young suggested DPH needs to implement the fines that the Board has already approved for unlicensed practice.  Ms. Stultz noted the Board has worked with the Mass. Dental Society and the schools to resolve this issue but feels the responsibility should fall on the dentists who employ these dental assistants.  Mr. Mills suggested the letter of intent option should be removed.  Ms. Young stated she will add this issue to the agenda for the Board meeting in March.

Ms. Stultz noted the passing of former Board Member Dr. David Russell.

Ms. Stultz noted erroneous information was posted by the Mass. Dental Society regarding licensure renewals and the CEU requirements for dental hygienists but Ms. Young noted she’s already contacted the MDS about their error and that they will correct the information immediately.
