Dr. Mina Paul announced the 2013 Auxiliary Volunteer Award, presented to Diane Grondin, CDA, for her significant volunteer contributions to Yankee Dental Congress on January 5, 2013.  Dr. Paul remarked that it is a privilege to have Ms. Grondin as a member of the Board and thanked her for all the valuable contributions she provides. 
--Follow-Up on Yankee Dental Congress
Dr. Mina Paul, Chair; Dr. Milton Glicksman, Secretary and Ms. Kathleen Atkinson, Ex-Executive Director represented the Board of Registration in Dentistry at the Yankee Dental Congress on January 5, 2013 convention.  The three representatives provided an overview of current regulations, ten most frequent topics that the Board faces, and matters that generally result in discipline against a license.  Dr. Paul shared that there is great interest in the community demonstrated about the information presented. Many stakeholders and local societies were represented in the audience.  One of the issues raised by the community is the concern about the Dental Assistant Regulations and the requirements for Licensure.  Dr. Paul emphasized the importance of informing the community that there is no need for Dental Assistants to be certified by DANB in order to qualify for Licensure in Massachusetts.  She encouraged Board Members and Dental staff to dispel the notion and continue to provide the information that there is no examination required in order to be licensed as a dental assistant. If the OJT dental assistant wishes to take radiographs, however, the current regulation at 234 CMR 5.10 still applies.     
--Update: Lasers in Dentistry Workgroup
The workgroup meet in the fourth week of January 2013.  The proposed Policy for the use of lasers was accepted by the task force.  Pending Board review and approval, the policy will be posted on the Board’s website.    
--March and April Meetings 

Dr. Mina Paul will present an Educational Session providing a comparison of regional Board exams for dentists at the March 6, 2013 meeting.
