

FSIG FY27 Documentation Submission Guidance

When submitting documentation (Section 10) as part of your FY27 FSIG online application, ensure that all required documents are fully attached. A green circle with a white checkmark will appear to confirm a successful upload. Please note that it may take several minutes for documents to attach correctly. After successfully submitting your FY27 FSIG application, a copy will be sent to the email address provided in the application. In this email, under “10. 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10 b. Upload vendor quotes. (required)

Applicants must submit two (2) quotes for each expenditure/line item in the budget that costs $50,000 or
more. Applicants must submit one (1) quote for each expenditure/line item in the budget that costs less than
$50,000. Quotes should be from qualified vendors or contractors and reflect accurate cost estimates. Failure
to submit quotes will result in the application being ineligible.

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10 c. Upload documentation demonstrating project need or feasibility.

Eligible documentation may include (created or updated within the last three (3) years): Business plan or
strategic plan, SWOT analysis, project feasibility study, market analysis, report identifying a gap within the
food system. Project need or feasibility documentation is required for funding requests over $151,000.
Project need or feasibility documentation is recommended for funding requests $150,000 or less. Applicants
may submit up to three (3) documents.
