Governor Appoints Deborah Farnsworth to Board

Governor Mitt Romney has appointed Deborah Farnsworth to one of the three “environmental slots” on the LSP Board.  She was sworn in and became a Board member on April 8, 2005.

General Laws Chapter 21A, § 19A, specifies that one who is appointed to this slot must be (1) a member of a statewide organization that promotes the protection of the environment at the time of appointment and (2) knowledgeable with respect to issues involving responding to releases of oil and hazardous materials to the environment.  Ms. Farnsworth meets both of these qualifications.

Ms. Farnsworth is a member of two statewide environmental organizations: (1) the Massachusetts Audubon Society and (2) the Environmental Business Council of New England, Inc. (“EBC”), for which she has served as a Director.  

Ms. Farnsworth is also quite knowledgeable about the state’s 21E program because she is an environmental professional who works in this field.  She is the President of MyKroWaters, Inc., a company that, among other things, performs hazardous waste site investigation and remediation in Massachusetts.  She has a B.A. in Environmental Geology and has done graduate studies in Hydrogeology.

Ms. Farnsworth replaces Mark Roberts, who had served on the Board since 1997.
