DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether The Brick House Pub, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age.


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s Compliance Check Field Report dated April 22, 2009.  Investigator Rose Egan-Bailey testified that on April 22, 2009, an underage operative (d.o.b. 10/19/1990 age 18) working with A.B.C.C. Investigators entered The Brick House Pub and purchased a Bud Light for $2.50.  At no point in time was the underage operative ever asked for any type of identification. 


An administrative review of the file was revealed that the licensee has had the license for 3 years without any violations.  The Commission finds that the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age and, therefore, suspends the license for 3 days.
