VOLUNTARY SURRENDER AGREEMENT

2.   Registrant is currently owner and manager of record of the Pharmacy and was
owner and manager of record of the Pharmacy at all times relevant to the Complaint.  

3. Registrant acknowledges and agrees to surrender Pharmacy Registration No. 2521 to the Board effective as of the date of execution of this Agreement.

The Agreement and its contents shall be incorporated into the records maintained by the Board. The Agreement is a public record subject to disclosure to the public and equivalent state licensing boards.

The Board agrees that in return for Registrant’s execution of this Agreement, the Board will not initiate proceedings pursuant to G.L. c. 94C, s. 14 and G.L. c. 112, s. 40; any and all other rights of the Board to take action within the scope of its authority are expressly reserved.

6.
Registrant understands and agrees that the decision to enter into this Agreement is a final act and is not subject to reconsideration or judicial review.

7.
Registrant states that legal counsel has been consulted in connection with the execution of this Agreement or, if not, that an opportunity was provided to do so.

Registrant understands that, by executing this Agreement, Registrant is waiving the right to a formal hearing at which Registrant would possess the rights to confront and cross-examine witnesses, to call witnesses, to present evidence, to testify on Registrant’s behalf, to contest the allegations, to present oral argument, to appeal to court in the event of an adverse ruling, and all other rights set forth in G.L. c. 30A and 801 CMR 1.01 et seq.  Registrant understands that in executing this document entitled “Voluntary Surrender Agreement”, Registrant is knowingly and voluntarily waiving the right to a formal hearing and to all of the above

      listed rights.
