	Updates from DMH
	The Hampshire Case Management team is down by half the people. GLE – Chestnut Street has been closed during COVID-19 from March 26 – July 15.  No COVID cases were reported with staff.  We have a waiting list – 10 for ACCS, 6 for Case Management.  People on waiting list are getting services from CSO.  Maria R. called everyone on her waiting list to check in.  PPE given to case managers.  Site director is on site two days a week.  Case Managers one day a week.  Procedures for outreach is to have contact with people.  People can go out to meet with clients.  No official guidelines yet, but it is up the case manager if they visit in person. Clubhouses are trying to open.  Part time case manager position is happening in Hampshire for case management as a temporary position.   

Evictions on housing due to not passing code is being lifted on the 18th.  They can be evicted for criminality, but not for non-payment.  What is our status with state of emergency?  Might be new developments on housing.  People need housing and need to get into ACCS.
