	2. Presentation on the Northampton Community Review Committee on Policing with guests Nick Fleisher, Jennifer Cox

	Nick Fleisher spoke about the committee he is on that is dealing with policing in Northampton.  The committee came about after the George Floyd incident.  They met on the role of the police in the city.  A zoom meeting from last year with the Northampton City Council resulted in a 10% cut in the policy budget for the fiscal year.  This resulted in cutting back pending hires of new officers and the initiation of the Policing Review Commission. The Commission met over 6 months and included meetings with the chief.  The Commission recommended a Department of Community Care similar to an Oregon response program called CAHOOTS   There are 15 people on the committee though some have resigned through the process. There are 2 chairs and three subcommittees.  One police retired early, 3 had applications in, the other not hired or replaced. 
The Police Chief has been invited to the meetings and also Pam Schwarz of Housing.  

Northampton Abolition Now (NAN) is an advocacy organization promoting reductions in the Northampton police department.  

Jennie spoke of the Department of Community Care which can address calls that don’t require police level visits.  She shared the mismatch of police and cultural problems of police brutality. The police do not write Section D’s.  They call CSO to consult.
