DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether A. Saini Group, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit:  M.G.L. c. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21 years of age.


Investigator Rose Egan-Bailey entered her report (Exhibit 1), which summarizes an underage compliance check conducted by the Haverhill Police Department at A. Saini Group, Inc. D/B/A Lukoil.


Andrew Whittier the underage operative (dob 10/13/1990) testified that he purchased a six pack of Budweiser beer without being asked for identification by the clerk.  He also pointed out the clerk who was present at the ABCC hearing. 


The Commission finds the licensee violated c. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21 years of age (1 count) and, therefore, suspends the license for 3 days of which 3 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
