· More likely to be:

· Male (57% of the uninsured are male vs. 48.2% in general population)

· Young adult - 19 to 25 years of age (32.1% vs. 15.2%)

· Hispanic (18.8% vs. 6.8%)

· Non-citizen (14.5% vs. 4.6%)

· Low-income 

· <150% FPL (45.1% vs. 20.2%)

· 151-299% FPL (33.9% vs. 18.7%)

· With less formal education

· Less than high school (12.0% vs. 3.9%)

· High school graduate or GED (55.6% vs. 40.0%)

· Non-working or working only part-time

· If work, work for a small sized firm (<51 employees) and for a firm that doesn’t offer employer-sponsored insurance (ESI)
