DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Mary Day Le d.b.a. Holbrook Liquors was in violation of Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21 years of age (1 count). 


The licensee stipulated to the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Jamie Binienda testified that on May 15, 2009, at approximately 7:40 p.m., he and Investigator Carey investigated the business operation of Holbrook Liquors.  As they were outside the premises they observed a youthful looking individual enter the premises and exit shortly thereafter with a 30-pack of Bud Light Beer.  


Subsequent to this, the investigators approached the male individual (d.o.b. 5/27/1989) and asked him if they could see some identification.  He stated that he had used a fake Connecticut driver’s license to purchase the alcohol.  When the Investigators observed it, they noticed it to be of poor quality.


Administrative review of the file was taken and it was revealed that this was the first violation.  The licensee testified that she has purchased a machine to check licenses.  


The Commission finds that the licensee violated Ch. 138, §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under 21 years of age (1 count) and, therefore, issues a warning.
