DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Rani Corp. d.b.a. Jubinville Package Store was in violation of Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age.


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Caroline Guarino-Wilichoski testified that on December 27, 2008 at approximately 2:57 p.m., the Holyoke Police Department in conjunction with the Holyoke Youth Commission of Girls, Inc. conducted underage compliance checks in the City of Holyoke.  Investigator Guarino-Wilichoski testified that at approximately 2:57 p.m. Detective Maruca from the Holyoke Police Department observed an underage male enter the establishment and then subsequently exit with a six pack of Budweiser Light Lime.  The individual who was acting as an operative for the police, informed the Detective that the clerk on duty did not request identification at the time of the sale of the alcoholic beverages and that money for the beverages was exchanged.  The Detective then advised the establishment of the violation.  The male (d.o.b. 6/18/1988) was twenty years of age at the time.  


The Commission has taken administrative notice of the file and finds that the licensee has owned the establishment for eleven years without a violation.  Therefore, the Commission finds the licensee in violation of Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age and suspends the license for 3 days of which 2 days will be held in abeyance for a period of two years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
