· Guest speaker: Shirley Fan-Chan, who will discuss Populations in Unique Circumstances and Access to EI
· Focus on supporting homeless and highly mobile students (students in foster care, homeless students, migrant homeless students, and military connected students) in public schools, focusing on equity and access. Presented the homeless education federal policy, reviewed definition of homelessness.
· Reviewed the MA Emergency Assistance System, and recent changes as of 3/2025 (mainly the time limit of 6 months, CORI issues preventing enrollment, and immigration status and MA residency requirements.
· Presented demographic information about newcomer language usage, and the shifts as of late, and the 5 year data report (2020-2025) of homeless students- and the impact of COVID protections being removed, and data on where homeless families are sleeping.
