Update on the CDCA/ADEX exam



Dr. DuLong informed the Board the first exam using the artificial tooth/manikin was held at the BUSDM in the first week of June and was a great success.  Dr. DuLong noted the examiners were able to modify tooth decay and the outcomes of the exam were similar to the outcomes of patient-based exams.  Dr. DuLong indicated this issue should be added to the agenda for the Board’s Aug. 5th meeting so the Board may consider extending its acceptance of the manikin-based exam. Ms. Young noted the Board also needs to consider expanding the applicability of its recent decision to permit graduates from the Class of 2020 to take the manikin-based exam in lieu of the patient-based exam.  Ms. Stultz asked if the artificial tooth is a product of the ADA; Dr. DuLong replied it is not but rather was developed by the CDCA/ADEX over the last three years.  Ms. Stultz asked if the same tooth is being used in the WREB exam; Dr. DuLong replied it is not.  Dr. DuLong also asked to include an update on the DLOSCE exam in the agenda for the Aug. 5th Board meeting.  Ms. Young asked if any DLOSCE exams were held in June; Dr. DuLong replied he did not know but noted only three states have accepted the DLOSCE exam to date.  Ms. Stultz noted one dental hygiene school is scheduled to use the manikin-based exam in late July; Ms. Haluch agreed noting she has been asked to participate in that exam on July 28th.
