Probation Monitor Monthly Report

Ms. Young presented the monthly probation report on behalf of Probation Monitor Karen Fishman.  The Board members had no questions or concerns about the monthly report.

D.
Report on CDCA Steering Committee

Dr. DuLong informed the Board the CDCA Steering Committee meets once per year in person at the annual CDCA meeting and once per year online.  Dr. DuLong noted the Board’s representatives to the CDCA are himself, former Board member Dr. Milton Glicksman, one hygienist currently licensed in New Hampshire. Dr. DuLong noted that Dr. Myron Allukian serves as the designated alternate and that the members are appointed each year by the Board.  Dr. DuLong indicated the Board will need to review its appointments this fall and vote to re-nominate the current participants or to select other participants.

Dr. DuLong stated several issues were discussed during the virtual meeting in June noting that 47 or 48 states currently accept the CDCA exam and that California will likely decide by August whether to accept the CDCA exam as well.  Dr. DuLong noted that seven new dental testing sites and twelve new hygiene testing sites have been added to the schedule.  Further Dr. DuLong reported the CDCA has developed an exam for testing expanded functions dental assistants for use in Ohio as well as a local anesthesia exam for hygienists.  Dr. DuLong also noted the SRTA (Southern Regional Testing Agency) has applied to join the CDCA.  


As to the ADA’s OSCE exam, Dr. DuLong reported its believed the exam will be ready sometime in 2020 and only two states (Colorado and Minnesota) have voted to accept this exam to date.  Finally, Dr. DuLong also reported New Hampshire recently voted to affirm its decision to no longer accept the WREB exam and Connecticut’s decision is still under review.

Ms. Young reported she had been contacted by the Mass. Ms. Stultz reported she has been invited to attend the next annual meeting of the Mass. Dental Hygienists’ Association in September and has accepted that invitation.

Ms. Young reminded the Board the next meeting of its regulatory review workgroup is scheduled for July 25th and indicated this might be the final meeting for the workgroup as it’s about to wrap up its review of 234 CMR 5.00.  Ms. Stultz asked if an updated version of 5.00 could be provided to each workgroup member before the July 25th meeting; Atty. Leadholm replied he’s working on updating that section and should be able to provide a copy to each workgroup member for review prior to the meeting.

4.
Ms. Young informed the Board an issue has arisen with dental assistant licensure as stated in MGL c. 112, s. 51 ½.  Ms. Young noted the statute indicates any such registration issued under this section shall be revoked if the dental assistant later becomes licensed as a dentist or dental hygienist.  Ms. Young noted this provision was overlooked when the licensure program was set up to handle dental assistant licensure applications and that she’s not sure how extensive this problem might be.  Ms. Young noted she is aware dental hygienists who are employed as dental assisting educators might hold both licenses as a condition of their employment but that s. 51 ½ clearly states that’s not permissible.  


Dr. DuLong asked if dentists licensed pursuant to MGL c. 112, s. 45A are also implicated; Atty. Leadholm replied they are not as s. 51 ½ only references licenses subsequently issued under s. 51 (hygienists) or s. 45 (dentists).  Ms. Held noted that CODA-accredited dental assisting programs require the educators to be DANB certified and not necessarily licensed.

Dr. DuLong informed the Board he is attending the next ADEX meeting in Chicago in August reminding the Board he is the chair of the ADEX examination committee.  Ms. Stultz reported she is attending as well and will be participating in the review of the national board questions for hygienists.  Dr. DuLong reported the national board examination for dentists is moving to a one-exam format but it has yet to be determined when that exam will be offered to dental students, e.g. after the second year or fourth year of study.

Executive Session is closed to members of the public, except as provided for in M.G.L. c. 30A, §21(a)(1).  At the conclusion of the Executive Session, the Board will return to an open session and adjourn the meeting for the day.
