Dr. DuLong asked if the SSN was off by a single digit or all nine digits; Ms. El-Majdoubi replied the licensee provided a copy of her SSN card and all nine digits were different.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board it could dismiss this complaint if the licensee has since provided a valid SSN but noted that would not resolve the licensee’s CEU issue. Proposed Dental Assisting Program – The Dental Assisting Place



Ms. Stultz asked how this proposed program came to be and who owns the program; Dr. Thiagarajah replied the program will be owned by Dr. Panajoti noting the dental community is having a difficult time finding dental assistants so they decided to create a program to help resolve this dilemma.  Dr. Thiagarajah noted Dr. Panajoti owns practices in five locations and those locations will be utilized to provide clinical training to the students.  Ms. Stultz asked if the clinical training will only be provided in these five locations or if other practices elsewhere will be used.  Ms. Fullen replied both noting their own practice locations will provide clinical training in endodontics, orthodontics, periodontics and general dentistry.  Ms. Fullen noted the students will not be required to complete their clinical training in house but the goal is to place the students where they can receive acceptable experience.  Ms. Young asked the team if they have developed relationships with other dental practices that would be willing to accept their students; Ms. Fullen replied that is one of their goals.  


Dr. Scialabba asked about Ms. Fullen’s educational background; Ms. Fullen replied she’s been a dental assistant for 20 yrs. and taught at the New England Dental Academy for 3 yrs.  Dr. Scialabba asked Ms. Fullen if she has obtained a teaching certificate; Ms. Fullen replied she has not.  Ms. Young asked Ms. Fullen if she would be the only faculty member at this program; Ms. Fullen replied she was and noted she taught at the New England Dental Academy for 3 yrs.  Ms. Young asked Ms. Fullen how she was qualified to teach all subjects; Ms. Fullen replied by noting her years of experience working as a dental assistant and as a teacher.  Dr. Fay noted DPL only issues a certificate to a school and not to any individual.  



Ms. Stultz asked Ms. Fullen if she has any training in assessing students’ performance; Ms. Fullen replied she did not.  Ms. Stultz then asked Ms. Fullen how she would assess each student; Ms. Fullen replied she would follow the program and felt she was qualified to teach.  Dr. Wu asked how many students are anticipated; Ms. Fullen replied the program would begin with 10 students but noted that no. may increase over time.  Dr. Wu asked Ms. Fullen if she would teach every class; Ms. Fullen replied she would.  Dr. Thiagarajah noted they hired a consultant that helped draft their curriculum; Ms. Fullen noted they used the Elsevier program as a guide.  Ms. Haluch asked Ms. Fullen if she was a certified BLS instructor; Ms. Fullen replied she is working on obtaining that certification now.  


Dr. Scialabba asked Dr. Fay and Mr. Keigan what they needed from the Board; Mr. Keigan replied DPL would like the Board to review the proposed curriculum.  Dr. Fay noted DPL relies on the Board to determine if graduates of this proposed program would be eligible for licensure as formally trained dental assistants.  Ms. Fullen noted the team was willing to make any changes as necessary.  Ms. Haluch asked exactly what would be taught and suggested a syllabus would be helpful; Ms. Fullen replied she can send a syllabus to the Board.  Ms. Stultz asked if the delegable duties would be taught to clinical competency; Ms. Fullen replied they would.  Ms. Stultz asked how radiation health and safety training would be provided; Ms. Fullen replied the students would attend their classroom courses first and then would be referred to the BUSDM or the TUSDM to complete their clinical training.  



Dr. Scialabba noted this proposed program is not yet ready for Board approval; Ms. Young agreed noting she questioned how Ms. Fullen is qualified to teach all subjects.  Dr. Trowbridge agreed suggesting other faculty should be included.  Ms. Stultz noted the clinical training at a CODA-accredited dental assisting school includes 50% of the training in general dentistry and 50% in the other dental specialties but Atty. Leadholm advised the Board its regulations only require proof of 200 hours of clinical training without specifying what those hours should include.  



Dr. Scialabba noted the question is whether the proposed curriculum as it currently stands meets the Board’s requirements for licensure as formally trained; Ms. Haluch replied she does not know if the program meets those requirements yet.  The Board members agreed to defer any decision on this program until further information could be provided by the program’s team.

Ms. Young asked the Board which members will participate in the next Board meeting and dental assistant taskforce in July; Drs. Trowbridge, Scialabba, Wu and Jacobs and Ms. Haluch replied they will participate in both meetings.

B.
Dr. DuLong passed along a request from the administration of the BUSDM for the Board to grant a “regular” license to those dentists who have completed a post-graduate program at a CODA-accredited dental school but who are graduates of foreign dental schools.  Ms. Young replied that is not possible as the issue of educational requirements is statutory and cannot be waived by the Board.  Ms. Young suggested the BUSDM administration review the requirements of MGL c. 112, s. 45.
