Continuing Education Credits: Full-Time Postdoctoral or Postgraduate Students



Atty. Leadholm submitted the proposed advisory ruling on the continuing education requirements for full-time enrollment in a CODA-accredited, postdoctoral or postgraduate dental or dental hygiene program.  Atty. Leadholm noted the approval of this advisory ruling would mean dentists or hygienists enrolled full-time in an appropriate program would meet the general continuing education requirements but the dentists and hygienists would still need to maintain current certification in Basic Life Support and complete coursework on the CDC Guidelines and safe and effective opioid prescribing/pain mgmt.  Further, Atty. Leadholm advised this advisory ruling would only apply to a certain no. of licensure cycles, e.g. for dentists, not more than 2 licensure cycles and for limited licensees, not more than 3 licensure cycles.  



Dr. DuLong noted the limited licensees who reapply for a limited license must show evidence they’ve completed 20 CEUs each year but Ms. Young noted the limited licensees are not required to submit their actual course certificates.  Dr. DuLong noted this is moot at the BUSDM and is likely also moot at the HSDM and TUSDM.

	Ms. O’Connell noted the licensee has not completed the mandatory continuing education courses and that the licensee is not currently practicing in Washington state.  Atty. Leadholm advised the Board that if it finds the grounds for disciplining the licensee in Washington would be grounds for discipline here, then the Board can do so.  Ms. O’Connell noted the licensee’s license expired on 3/31/18.  
Dr. Stevens asked if the licensee failed to report the patient’s death to the Washington and Massachusetts dental boards; Ms. O’Connell replied that is correct.  However Atty. Leadholm advised the Board may not have enough information to violate the licensee for failing to report the patient’s death to Massachusetts.  

Atty. Leadholm asked if the Board could find a causal connection to the patient’s death; Dr. Stevens replied it could.  Ms. Wilkie noted the Board should monitor the licensee’s use of anesthesia/sedation.  Ms. Young noted that if the licensee applies for an anesthesia/sedation permit here, she would likely bring that application to the Board for its consideration.  

Dr. Stevens asked what is meant by a censure; Atty. Leadholm replied it is a strong reprimand.  Dr. Levy asked if the licensee was still practicing in Washington; Ms. O’Connell replied he is but noted he is prohibited from administering anesthesia/sedation.  Ms. Wilkie asked when the 90-day renewal grace period ends; Ms. Young replied at midnight on 6/29/18.
