DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Double Dixon, Inc d.b.a. Frankie D’s BBQ violated Ch. 138 §12- Alcohol being drunk off the licensed premises (3 Counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigators report dated April 13, 2009.


The report states on March 13, 2009 A.B.C.C. investigators arrived at Frankie D’s BBQ at 11:21 p.m. to conduct an inspection.  They observed three males with open beer bottles on the sidewalk in front of the licensed premises. 


The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138 §12- Alcohol being drunk off the licensed premises (3 Counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 3 days of which 3 days will be held in abeyance for a period of one year provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
