DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Daysi G’s, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05(2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Transfer of the privilege of a license without proper approval (1 Count); 204 CMR 2.01 (8)- All applications shall be made under the penalties of perjury and any false statement contained in any application shall be a cause or ground for refusing to grant the license or permit or for suspending, canceling or revoking a license or permit already granted (2 Counts); and, M.G.L. Ch. 138, §77- Ceasing to conduct the licensed business.


Investigator Rose Egan-Bailey entered 14 exhibits including the license renewal for 2008 (Exhibit 11) and the license renewal for 2009 (Exhibit 12).  She also entered a letter from Ana Gomez the clerk, director and stockholder of Daysi G’s, Inc. (Exhibit 8).  The letter states the restaurant closed its doors on December 27, 2007 until November of 2008 and again closed its doors on January 15, 2009.  The letter continues with Ana Gomez stating someone else was running the business while she was caring for her sick husband.  It also indicates there are no documents related to any purchases made from November of 2008 to January of 2009.  


The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05(2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138, §23- Transfer of the privilege of a license without proper approval (1 Count); 204 CMR 2.01 (8)- All applications shall be made under the penalties of perjury and any false statement contained in any application shall be a cause or ground for refusing to grant the license or permit or for suspending, canceling or revoking a license or permit already granted (2 Counts); and, M.G.L. Ch. 138, §77- Ceasing to conduct the licensed business and, therefore, REVOKES the license forthwith.
