DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Federacion Latina de DePortes Lawrence, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a license under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A (1 Count). 


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated April 17, 2009. 


The report stated that on Thursday, April 17, 2009, A.B.C.C. Investigators inspected the business operation of Federacion Latina de DePortes Lawrence, Inc.  The Investigators were conducting the inspection as a result of a complaint.  The licensee informed the Investigators he had purchased beer from the package store across the street (Espo Liquor Co. d.b.a. Broadway Liquors).


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a license under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A (1 Count) and, therefore, suspends the license for 3 days.
