DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Lee Chen Restaurant, Inc. d.b.a. Lily Chen Restaurant was in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage by a person under 21 years of age (11 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report.  Investigator Wilichoski testified that on May 29, 2009 with the assistance of the Lawrence Police Department, who were conducting an Enhanced Liquor Enforcement Operation in the City of Lawrence, at approximately 11:15 p.m., both Investigators were in the parking lot of Lily Chen Restaurant when they observed three tables with youthful looking patrons seated at them, most of whom were in possession of alcoholic beverages.  Both Investigators entered the establishment at approximately 11:20 p.m. and asked for identification.  All of the patrons admitted being under the age of twenty-one (21).  


An administrative review of the file revealed that the licensee has had the license for 6 years without any violations.  Counsel for the licensee testified that this was a total aberration and that all of his staff is TIPS trained. 


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Ch. 138 §34C- Possession of an alcoholic beverage by a person under 21 years of age (11 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 42 days of which 15 days will be held in abeyance for a period of two years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission regulations occur.
