DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Melinda Industrial Group, Inc. d.b.a Melinda’s Restaurant violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a license under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A (176 Counts). 


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated April 17, 2009. 


The report stated that on Thursday, April 17, 2009, A.B.C.C. Investigators inspected the business operation of Melinda Industrial Group, Incas a result of a complaint received by the A.B.C.C.  The Investigators requested invoices, statements and bills of lading relating to the purchases of alcoholic beverages.  


The owner Mr. Rosa was asked if he purchased liquor from a package store and he replied no at first but subsequently admitted he had purchased alcohol from Broadway Liquors of Lawrence.  


Prior to arriving at Melinda’s Industrial Group, Inc., the Investigators had conducted an investigation of Espo Liquor Co., Inc. d.b.a. Broadway Liquors and sales receipts were found taped on a wall.  There were 8 receipts regarding Melinda’s Restaurant.  The receipts added up to $5,558 dollars worth of merchandise and 176 purchases.  


The Commission finds the licensee in violation of 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a license under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A (176 Counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 176 days of which 140 days will be held in abeyance for two years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission Regulations occur.
