DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Vertigo, Inc. d.b.a. Passion Club violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A; (Espo Liquor Co., Inc., §15 Licensee – 29 counts) (Primos Liquors, Inc., §15 Licensee – 2 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated April 17, 2008.  


The report states between November of 2007 and April of 2008 the licensee purchased Alcoholic Beverages on 31 occasions from retail package stores. 


Administrative review of the file indicates a previous violation by the licensee in 2003.  The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §23- Sale of alcoholic beverages other than those purchased from a licensee under §18 or §19 or from a holder of a special license under §22A (31 Counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 31 days.
