
Minor OHV Accidents 9-1-16 to 4-10-17 

26 Total Accidents 

7 accidents involving minors 

6 accidents with minor as operators 

5 minor injuries 

1 accident with minor vs adult  

 

On September 25th a 14 year old operating a 2004 Kawasaki KSV700 quad on property owned by Keating 

sand and gravel in Lunenburg rolled the quad while cornering at a high rate of speed.  Operator 

sustained serious injuries. 

On September 27th a 16 year old operating an 80CC Honda Dirt bike collided with a 25 year old male 

operating a Quad on woods off of 144 Appalossa Way, Taunton causing head injuries to both operators’.  

Both operators’ were coming around a blind corner in opposite directions.  

On October 12th a 17 year old male operating an off road vehicle collided with a pickup truck causing 

property damage to truck.  Operator was charged by Halifax PD with trespass, A & B dangerous weapon 

and malicious damage to Motor vehicle.   

On October 18th a 15 year old male operating a quad with a 16 year old male passenger on a public way, 

251 Otter River Road, Gardner with no helmets fled from Gardner Police and crashed down a 25 foot 

embankment.  Both parties transported to hospital.  15 year old suffered a concussion and minor 

injuries to 16 year old. 

On November 28th a minor was putting his dirt bike away at 4 East Ave, Spencer when he flipped over 

and the bike landed on him.  He was transported to UMASS with a possible broken wrist.    

On January 29th a 17 year old male operating a 1999 Honda CR250 dirt bike on private property 

(cranberry bogs) at 13 Russell Holmes Way in Carver ran over and killed a dog that was off leash.  

Operator had verbal permission to be operating on this property.  Operator was charged with 

destruction of property over $250, negligent operation, unregistered operation and operating on private
