DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Raysa Toppi, Inc. d.b.a. Willie Tops violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 94, §186- Falling below the standard of purity (Fruit Flies) (15 counts).  


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the investigators report dated October 31, 2008.  The report states on October 31, 2008 A.B.C.C. investigators inspected the business operation of Willie Tops.  In the bar area the investigators found 15 bottles of Alcohol with foreign matter (fruit flies).  The bottles were: 1 liter Seagram’s Seven Crown, 1 liter Arrow Crème de Cacau, 1 liter Hennessy Very Special , 1 liter Long Island Ice Tea Arrow, 1 liter Canadian Club Whiskey,  1 liter Seagram VO Canadian Whiskey, 1 liter Arrow Apricot Brandy, 1 liter Jim Beam Whiskey, 1 liter Jack Daniels, 1 liter Canadian Club Whiskey, 1 liter Johnny Walker Black, 1 liter Stolichnaya Vodka, 1 liter Southern Comfort, 1 liter Arrow Coffee Brandy, and 1 liter Grand Dad Whiskey.


Administrative review of the file indicates this was the first violation by the licensee.  The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 94, §186- Falling below the standard of purity (Fruit Flies) (15 counts) and, therefore suspends the license for 15 days of which 11 days will be held in abeyance for a period of 2 years provided no further violations of Chapter 138 or Commission regulations occur.
