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HAZARDOUS WASTE SITE CLEANUP PROFESSIONAL 

SURRENDERS LICENSE TO STATE BOARD

BOSTON – Marta J. Nover, whose office is located in Carver, Massachusetts, has entered into a consent agreement with the Massachusetts Board of Registration of Hazardous Waste Site Cleanup Professionals to resolve two disciplinary complaints that were under investigation by the Board. As part of this consent agreement, Ms. Nover has voluntarily surrendered her state license to practice as a Hazardous Waste Site Cleanup Professional. 

Hazardous Waste Site Cleanup Professionals, who are also known as “Licensed Site Professionals” or “LSPs,” are licensed by the Board to oversee the assessment and cleanup of property in Massachusetts that has become contaminated with oil, gasoline, or other hazardous materials. Property owners and others who are legally responsible for the contamination on their sites hire LSPs. In the course of doing their oversight work, LSPs and their clients must submit written reports to the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MassDEP). MassDEP audits a percentage of the reports submitted to ensure that the work being done is protective of public health and the environment. MassDEP files complaints with the Board when it finds that LSPs did not meet state requirements in conducting their assessment and cleanup activities at contaminated sites. Any member of the public may also file a complaint.

In April 2000, a member of the public filed a complaint with the Board regarding Ms. Nover’s professional conduct as an LSP in connection with her work overseeing the assessment and cleanup of contaminants in the soil and groundwater at the Rockland Industries site located at 255 Plymouth Street in Middleboro. From about 1966 to 1982, Rockland Industries had manufactured chemicals at this 70-acre site for use in the dyeing industry. In May 2001, MassDEP also filed a complaint with the Board concerning Ms. Nover’s work at that site. Among other things, the complaints alleged that Ms. Nover did not adequately assess the nature and extent of the contaminants released at the site and the risk posed by the site. In addition, MassDEP referred information to the Board concerning three other sites, alleging that Ms. Nover did not meet all of MassDEP’s regulatory requirements for work performed at those sites. 

Under the terms of the consent agreement, Ms. Nover is also prohibited from reapplying for a license as an LSP for a period of three years after the date she surrenders her license. To become licensed again, she will have to submit a written application and take and pass the Board’s licensing examination to demonstrate that she has the technical and regulatory knowledge necessary to practice in accordance with all state requirements. Ms. Nover is also required to attend continuing education courses prior to reapplying for a license as a Hazardous Waste Site Cleanup Professional. 

This consent order resolves the pending disciplinary complaints. In entering into the consent order, Ms. Nover did not agree with any of the allegations in the complaints.

Robert C. Luhrs, a co-chair of the Board’s Professional Conduct Committee, stated: “By entering into this agreement, the Board is both protecting the public and the environment, and upholding the Board’s professional conduct standards.” 


The Massachusetts Board of Registration of Hazardous Waste Site Cleanup Professionals works to maintain high standards of practice by LSPs. It protects public health, welfare, and the environment by establishing qualifications for licensure, administering a licensing exam, requiring that LSPs obtain continuing education, and investigating complaints against LSPs to ensure compliance with state laws, regulations, and the Board’s own rules of professional conduct.
