DECISION

A Commission hearing was held to determine whether The Hurricane Restaurant, Inc. d/b/a Hurricane violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Chapter 94 § 186- Falling below the standard of purity (8 counts).

The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated October 16, 2009.

The report states on October 16, 2009 that A.B.C.C. investigators observed the business operation of Hurricane.  The Investigators inspected the bar area and discovered eight (8) bottles of alcohol which contained foreign matter (fruit flies).  The eight (8) bottles were Mount Gay Rum, Dekuyper Watermelon, Dekuyper Crème D’Menthe, Hiram Walker Melon, Hiram Walker Crème D’ Bananas, Hiram Walker Blue Curacao, Smirnoff Strawberry, and Gols Sloe Gin.  

The Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: M.G.L. Chapter 94 § 186- Falling below the standard of purity (8 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 8 days of which 4 days will be held in abeyance for a period of two years provided no further violations of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
