Ms. Young informed the Board Dr. Hsu is officially no longer a member of the Board as Board staff received notification earlier this week that Dr. Seema Jacob has been appointed to the Board by Governor Baker.  Ms. Young noted Dr. Jacob has yet to be sworn in but expects Dr. Jacob will do so in time to participate in the next Board meeting on April 3rd.  Ms. Young stated she has requested certificates of appreciation for Dr. Hsu from DPH Commissioner Bharel and Governor Baker and hopes to present those certificates to Dr. Hsu at the April Board meeting.

Dr. Scialabba informed the Board that a lawsuit between Invisalign and Smile Direct Club (SDC) was recently resolved in arbitration in SDC’s favor.  Dr. Scialabba explained Invisalign will be required to close all of its stores by April 7, 2019, and noted Invisalign holds a 17% ownership stake in SDC.  Ms. Young asked what would happen to Invisalign’s shares in SDC; Dr. Scialabba replied the decision also requires Invisalign to sell its shares.

Dr. Scialabba informed the Board the recent documentary, aired on Netflix, titled “Root Cause” has been pulled from Netflix by the company after the company received pressure from organizations including the American Dental Assoc. that the documentary provided deceptive and misleading information to the public.  Ms. Young asked what was discussed in this documentary; Dr. Scialabba replied the producers alleged root canal treatment caused other medical issues in patients including cancer.

Ms. Wilkie asked if there is any update on legislation filed at the statehouse.  Ms. Young replied she expected legislation regarding dental therapists to be re-filed but has yet to see a copy of the actual bill.  Ms. Stultz noted the Board had scheduled a public hearing on its proposed changes to 234 CMR 5.00 for 1:00 p.m. this afternoon.

Dr. Scialabba noted the Mass. division of insurance recently rejected Delta Dental’s fee revision plan and a public hearing on this issue has been scheduled for Friday, March 8th at 1:00 p.m. at the division’s offices at 1000 Washington Street, Boston.  Dr. Scialabba also noted Delta Dental’s fees will not increase by 2.5%.
